Mr. Wm. W, Stephens strongly favored the
use oPoxen—said his were at work almost 365
day in the year—that he used them with great
advantage in all sorts of work, and could not
conduct his farming operations, as successfully,
and at as little cost, without them.

Mr. Thomas Massey had used them, but was
convinced that they were not necessary—that
the same number of horses did as much work
without them.

Mr. Thomas Gale uses only a single ox, but
deems his services almost indispensable. Thinks
the use of oxen on the farm real economy.

Mr. Edwin P. Janvier, while acknowledging
the usefulness of oxen on the farm, was of the
opinion that it would be more economical to do
without them altogether.

Other members expressed themselves on both
sides of the question, but nothing new was
elicited.

At the close of the discussion, Mr. E. P. Jan-
vier offered the following resolution, viz : ““That
farming, as now con ucted, demands the use of
oxen,”’ which was put and carried.
