The Eent County Agricultural Association

had their weekly meeting at Agricultural Hall,

Worton, on Monday the 10th inst. There were
present, thirty-two members.,  Dr. Worrell, the
President, was in the chair, and called the meet-
ing to order,

J. W, Corey made a motion, which was sec-
onded and carried, to pay A, J. Rees for five
bushels of geed whieat, furnished the association
in the fall of 1875, with interest from the 29th
of October, 1875, to the 10th of February, 1879,

After the completion of business, the associa-
tion was opened for the discussion of questions.

The regular question, “*W hen is the best time
to sow grass-sced, and how much seed to the
acre?”’ was taken up, and the discussion open-
ed by Wm. W, Stephens, Mr. Stephens thought
that the best time to sow timothy, is from the
first of January to the first or middle of Feb-
ruary. For clover seed, about now ‘is a good
time, and about this time of year, is good also
for orchard grass,

T. C. Parsons thought it better to sow in the
fall, rather than take chances late in the spring,
He advocated early sowing.

R. Nicholson thought that seed sown in March
especially on stiff land would do well.

Wm.Stewart thought that on rolling land,late
seeding would not be as liable to wash as ear-
lier seeding, timothy seeding in the fall is pref-
erable; thought a peck sowun to the acre, is
plenty.,

J. W. Corey advocated sowing at two or
three defferent times during the winter and
spring. Sowing timothy seed in the fall was
injurious to the wheat; rather prefered sowing
in the month of January, Orchard grass is a
good crop for early and late pasture, sown thick,
about one and a-half bushels to the acre, Better
for the following crop than timothy seed, will
leave the land lighter and more lively.

After Mr. Corey’s remarks the association
adjourned to meet on Monday the 17th inst,—

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SHERMAN AT ATLaxra.—While Grant is dis-
orting himself abroad Sherman, in humble im-
itation of his chief, is making a grand tour in
the South, and revisiting the scenes of his mili-
tary exploits, Doubtless he enjoys this more
than the former one, which was somewhat too
warm to be altogether pleasant, He can now
fight his battles o’er again without danger from
“‘rebel’’ bullets, and, though the satisfaction of
burning down Southern cities is denied him this
time, the recollections of his former achieve-
ments in that line may afford him some conso-
lation. His welcome to Atlanta was not as
warm on this occasion as it was on his previous
visit,

People were somewhat curious to see the man
who had burned Atlanta, and had driven its
women and children away from their homes,
but beyond this natural curiosity Sherman’s
arrival did not create much agitation in this
now thriving Southern city, Doubtless there
will not be wanting bloody-shirt organs in the
North to see in the coolness of Sherman’s At-
lanta reception strong proof of the innate de-
pravity of the Southern people, and convincing
evidence that that section is still unrecon-
structed.

The difference, however, hetween the recep-
tion extended by the Soithto Mr. Hayes and
other representative Northern men and that ac-
corded to General Sherman, makes it plain that
it is not sectional bitterness which prevents the
Southern people from extending a warmer wel-
come to Gen. Sherman.

It is the personal character and
career of the man which makes him unpopular
at the South, and not his profession or his sec-
tion. Atlanta and the rest of the Scuthern
country can hardly be expected to go wi'd with
énthusiasm over a man who 20 ruthlessly deso-
lated that section during the war, and who con-
ducted hostilities more on the. principles of a
