In the days of Salem witeheraft a
plea one way or the other was necessary to pro-
ceed with trial,  Each time the old man was
remanded back to jail, the weights on his chest
were increased. At last one day he made a mo-
tion to the jailer ag if to speak. The jailer
thought Deacon Giles Corey had given in at
last and would plead to the charge. lHe bent
his ear to catch the faintly whispered words of
the old man, whichwere: ‘Pile on the weights,’
After these words Giles Corey immediately ex-
pired. With his demise Salem witcheraft died
out.
