" urfo'a Husbandry,”’ in two volumes, print-
ed in 1785, but gtill in excellent preservation,
were, through the hands of Mr. Thomas Gale,
presented to the Association, by Dr. Hutchin-
son, of Yardville, New Jersey. They were re-
ceived, and a vote of thanks tendered the donor.

On motion of a member of the Finance Com-
mittee, it was resolved that the Association re-
deem all its outstanding stock, the funds being
in a condition to warrant the step.

The following was selected as the subject for
discussion at the next meeting, viz: ‘“What
shall be done with our surplus straw-—shall it
be spread directly on the ground, or first be
passed through the pound yard?’ Mr, Isaac
Parsons was appointed to open the dissussion of
the question.

The question for discussion : ‘‘Shall this Fair
occasionally intermit its annual exhibition for
the purpose of uniting with the State Fair?”
was then taken up. _

Mr.J. W. Corey opencd the discussion with
some very practical, carnest remarks, showing
that he had given the matter close study. His
principal object—and he successfully carried it
out—was to draw from the members a general
expression ofopinionon the subject. He thought
that before deciding to suspend at any time the
annual exhibition at home, the subject should
be thoroughly investigated and its every aspect
brought clearly to view. In the course of his
remarks, he gave his own views—and they
struck us as eminent'y proper—of what an agri-
cultural fair should be,

Mr. Robert Nicholson agreed, in the main,
with Mr. Corey, but thought it would not be
at any time practicable, on account of our pen-
insular situation, to unite with the State Fair
at Pimlico, He favored, instead, a general pen-
insula exhibition.

Mr. W. W, Stephens was opposed to uniting
with the State Fair. Preferred that the coun-
ties should hold annual fairs and at their close,
the premium cattle from all of them, be gent to
the State Fair, there to compete for a suitable

remium from the State exhibition. During

Eiﬂremurks Mr. Stephens gave the ‘‘true in-
wardness'' of the present management of the
State Fair—said that it had been captured by
the Maryland Jockey Club, which, by the pay-
ment of a mere pittance, has a complete monop-
oly of the State Fair Grounds. The State ap-
propriations, he said, had been used in an im-
roper direction, and that as an Agricultural
L‘.‘.zhihitinn, the State Fair was an utter failure.
He thought fairs on the entire peninsula could
80 be arranged as to have them week after week,
giving all the counties a chance to visit and
particupate, in succession, as they were held,and
thus all would be benefitted.

Mr. E. P. Janvier agreed with the views of
Messrs. Corey, Nicholson and Stephens, and
was much gratified with the expression of what
he conceived to be proper ideas of agricultural
exhibitions. Was opposed to intermitting our
county fair for any purpose,

Mr. Wm. H. Stewart thought that, before
taking any step looking toward a connection
with the State Fair, conference should be had
with other county fairs on this peninsula—was
in favor of uniting in a general exhibition.

Mr. Janvier offered the following, which was
adopted, viz:

Resolved, That under existing circumstances
it is not advisable to interrupt the annual exhi-
bitions of the Kent County Agricultural Asso-
ciation, for the purpose of uniting with the
State Fair,

On motion, adjourned.

It has been over three months since Mr,
Dwight L. Moody reached Baltimore, and at
once commenced his labors at Mt. Vernon M, E.
Church. Leaving there, after preaching almost
daily for three weeks, he commenced his labors
at Eutaw Place Baptist Church at night. These
two pulpits he supplied without intermission
save on Saturdays, for three or four weeks, an
then transferred his efforts to Dr. Leyburn’s
church, Fayette street, in the afternoon of each
day, and to the High Street Baptist Church at
7 P. M,, and the Monument Street M. E.
Church one hour later. For three weeks these
meetings were continued, and then transferred
to the Second Presbyterian Church, Lloyd and
East Baltimore Street, at 7 P. M., and to the
Broadway M. E. Church at 8 P, M., the same
evening. All the present week he has been giv-
ing an additional sermon from the pulpit of the
Broadway Presbyterian Church at 9 P. M. On
Mondays and Saturdays he rests from his pulpit
labors, butfrequently attends a preachers’ meet-
ing, or conducts a prayer meeting at the Young
Men’s Christian Association Rooms on those

days.

Under a promise that
he would not divulge, he had learned the par-

Waters was somewhat re-
luctant to tell, but upon learning that the plan
had been discovered and under the impression
that the others were endeavoring to throw the
blame upon him, he confessed. He claimed
however, that Andrews was the instigator and
that he never consented to kill the jailer. A
number of obscene pictures, drawn with lead
pencil on the wall and covered with paper were
found in his cell, and it is supposed that it was
intended to show these to the jailor, Bayard
appeared to have the least to do with the matter
and talked freely in relation to it. He had de-
cided before the discovery to haveno part in the
transaction. Waters says that different plans
were discussed and George Allen (‘‘Jacko”),
colored, who is serving out a short sentence,
had talked of furnishing him with a file to eut
the bars, for which he was to receive his (Wat-
ers’) violin in return.

A 'Talk With Fruit Growers.

I shall bud 50,000 (commencing June 15th)
for this Fall's plantlng ; such trees will run from
3 to 4 feet in height.

I shall bud the balance in August, for plant-
ing the following fall. As must all planters
have preference for special varieties, 1 propose
to take orders, before the budding is done, cus-
tomers furnishing their own buds if they prefer;
o that all may be accommodated. Do not fail
to give this matter proper consideration, and
send in your orders early. By so doing you
can secure }uat the varieties you want; but if
delayed till you are ready to plant, nursur{mon
may not have the kinds you prefer.
