Tue report of Col. Craighill as to three of the
ship canal routes,—the most southerly or Fer-
ry Creck route, the intermediate or Queenstown
route, and the most northerly or Sassafras river
route,~—gives the length and probable cost of
cach of these routes. The shortest route is the
Queenstown route, which would bring Balti-
more within 114 miles of the ocean, but there is
much more solid digging to be done by this
route, and the cost is estimated at $33,967,020.-
80. Col. Craighill estimates the cost of the
Sassafras river route at $8,119,807.50, which is
less than the cost of any other route, but that
route makes the distance of Baltimore from the
Delaware bay 140 miles. The cost of the south-
erly or the Ferry Creek route is estimated at
$16,232,021.82 and its length is a little over
1563 miles. The present route round by the
capes is 335 miles. In this fast age, the saving
of time and distance must always be a prime
consideration in determining upon a route for a
railroad or a ship canal, and a difference of only
twenty-five miles between two routes, means a
difference of three hours to travelers in reach-
ing their destination, and it means a difference
of a ton or more of coal consumed on each trip,
and in twenty years, taking all things into con-
sideration, it means an immense saving in time
and money.

THE ISSUE RAISED BY THE DEMOCRATS.

The country will not be apt to disapprove the
firmness with which the Democratic House in-
sisted upon the repeal of the election lawszat the
recent session of Congress. The point of conten-
tion between the House and the Senate was con-
tained in the elause attached by the Demoerats
to the legislative appropriation bill, providing
for the repeal of “‘the several gections of the Re-
vised Statutes of the United States, from and
including section 2011 to and including 2031,
and all other provisions of law authorizing the
appointment of or the performance of any duty
by any chief or other supervizor of elections, or
any special deputy marshal of elections, or the
payment of any money to any such supervisor
or deputy marshal of elections for any services
performed as such,”

The Senate likewise insisted upon the retention
of the law anthorizing the presence of the mili-
tary at the polls, For once a Republican Senate
found itself confronted by a firm and determin-
ed Democratic House, and the importance of the
point at issue more than justifies the action
which has made an extra session necessary,—
Putting aside altogether the question of consti-
tutionality involved in these e¢lection laws, oth-
er and grave ohjections against them are not
hard to find. Their pretended object is the pro-
motion of pure and free elections, and if they had
even in the slightest degree assisted towardsz the
accomplishment of so important and desirable
an end, their repeal would be neither wise nor
right. An impartial review, however, of their
workings during the time they have been in op-
eration cannot fail to convinee the public that
they have not accomplished anything in this di-
‘rection,

Elections since 1871, the year in which super-
visors were created, have not been remarkable
for an increased degree of ¢ither purity or free-
dom. Ifanything, frand and foree have in-
creased at the ballot-box since supervisors and
deputy marshals have been placed around it,
and in the election of 1876, when these so-called
guardians of pure elections were unusually
numerous, there was an especial amount of
cheating and villﬂ.inﬁ in the very States where
there were most of them,

Few persons, however, are likely to be de-
ceived by the pretense that these election laws
were passed in the interests of political purity
and freedom. In point of actual fact and result
they have done no good, and in point of inten-
tion they were not designed to do any, "They
were intended to advance the political interests
of the Republican party, and it is the sheerest
hypocrisy to claim that they were meant for any
other purpose. As they were passed for parti-
san objects, 0 they have been used for these ob-
jects. Wherever there are Democratic majori-
ties which it is desired to reduce, or ascendant
Republican minorities which it is necessary to
sustain by outside aid, there the supervisor and

the deputy marshal are to be found in force. If
the degire was simply to insure pure and free
clections, these guardians of the ballot-box
would be distribnted without reference to the
ascendency of either party. But we never hear
of these supervisors in large force in Republican
States and communities, and never of their su-
pervising any but Democratic voters.

It would have been more honest and manly
in the Senate Republicans to have eschewed
their cant about pure elections, and to have de-
fended these laws on the true grounds. Yi would
have been better policy, too. Nobody is de-
ceived by their pretended solicitude for pure elec-
tions, and the people of this country are hard’y
fools enough to believe that the party which did
not hesitate to buy the votes of three States in
1876 and put a frandulent President in the
White House defends deputy marshals and s1-
wervisors in 1879 from a tender consideration
or po'itical virtue.

Supervisors and deputy marshals moreover,
are an expensive luxury, and one which the
conntry can hardly afford just now. In 1876
they cost $2756,000, and in 1876 $202,291, in
addition to which $250,000 more has been asked
by the Attorney General as a deficiency fund.
