Chandler’s speech was not a reply w Mr. La-
mar's-at all, but was intended to be a sort of
posthumous rejoinder to some remarks which
the late Senator Wigfall let fall about twenty
years ago in the course of a speech made in re-
ply to aspersions against him made by Mr,
Chandler when he happened to be absent from
the Senate—proceeds as follows :

“Senator Wigfall returning heard of this, and
getting up, fixed upon the Senator from Michi-
gan a pair of decidedly disagreeable eyes, and
proceeded to perform upon him practically the
operation which Senator Zachary is so much
addicted to rﬂrlhrmlng metaphorically upon the
tail of the British lion, The Texan Senator
wound up his brief remarks by saying: ‘As to
the personal allusions of the Senator from
Michigan, 1 should hold Mr, Zachary Chandler
personally responsible for those if there was any
use in it, But there is no use in it. For Mr.
Zachary Chandler never is and never will be
personally responsible for anything that Sena-
tor Zachary Chandler may say, in or out of this
Senate chamber.”
