mittee ag to the best manner of conducting the
campaign this fall. The committee appointed,
confered with the State Central Committee,and
as the result of that conference the State Uen-
tral Committee issued the card which we pub-

lished last week, calling for a meeting of voters |

on Saturday next, the 22d of March, in their
respective districts, toelect five voters from each
district, constituting in all a delegation of twen-
ty-five representative men of the county, who
should meet at the Court House in Chestertown,
on Tuesday the 25thinst. to determine the ad-
visability of a county executive committee, and
if deemed advisable to determine the number of
delegates to constitute said committee, the mode
of their appointment, and the powersand duties
of such committee, It will be seen that the
State Central Committee met the issue squarely,
and without hesitation were willing to submit
the matter to the Democratic voters of kent
county, but it would seem that the dissenting
Democrats, in their second meeting, held the
11th inst. repudiated and ignored their former
action, and proceeded to pass resolutions looking
to the appointment of a central committee by
their own chairman, consisting of one hundred
delegates, or twenty from each election district,
This action seems to fix clearly and decisively,
that those taking part in this new move are not
anxious or desirous of settling any grievance
within the party harmoniously. The Secre-
tary's report, in speaking of the resolutions of-
fered by Mr. Wm, B. Usilton, at the first meet-
ing, looking to a conference with the State
Central Committee, says that though the major-
ity of those present were opposed to recognizing
the jurisdiction of the State Central Ccmmittee
in local affairs, yet they feeling keenly that they
had been betrayed, and being disgusted with
their predicament, silently, without voting, al-
lowed the resolutions of Mr. Usilton to be declar-
¢d passed. This is an astonishing statement in-
deed. That a meeting of intelligent men,
should be opposed toa set of resolutions and yet
let those resolutions pass by not voting, and be-
come the action of their meeting, when it was pos-
sible to have defeated them by voting, isa mys-
tery.Itlooks very much as though the resolutions
were allowed to pass, with the reserved hope
that the State Central Committee would refuse
to confer with the committee appointed, and thus
give some plausible ground for an independent
movement. The State Central Committee read-
ily acceeded to their requests however, and thus
those engaged in the movement were compelled
either to act harmoniously with the regular

Democratic party or to repudiate the action of
their first meeting. They have chosen the latter

course. Wehad hoped, in the incipiency of this
movement, that any dissatisfaction existing
might be settled harmoniously. We believe that
the movement can result in nothing but a divis-
ion of the Democratic party. The ery of cor-
ruption, and the talk about rings and cliques, is
always a convenient method of introducing an
independent movement to public favor. The
report of the proceedings of the meetings of the
new movement, read as though Kent county had
in the past been entirely controlled by a small
body of men, who usurped the powers of all the
voters in the county. An aspirant for the
Clerk's office, for instance, would not have to
look to the voters of Kent county for his election,
but to this body of men, who have only to say
‘‘ be clerk,’”’ and he isclerk. That there may be
evils in the management of the Democratic par-
ty, none willdeny. No party in this generation
can exist without them. Evils will creep into
the purest political system that was ever formed,
but when these evils are to be corrected, it should
be done within the party. If the Demoecratic
voters of Kent county believe that the establish-
ment of a County Central Committee isa needed
reform in the Democratic party, then the State
Central Committee have expressed their entire
willingness to submit the formation of such com-
mittee, and a call has already been published,
for the people to meet and settle the matter by
ballot. The Democratic party cannot afford to
be dividad. A new movement does not always
mean reform, though its cry be nothing but re-
form. Infact, anndependent movement seldom
takes with it the better elements of a party.
There is always a certain class of people who
are ready to toss up their hats and hurrah for
any chauge, They are a elass who never suc-
ceed in business, who never succeed in any thing.
They have no stability. They are swayed by
every wind that blows, But the intelligent,
thinking classes of Democrats, will not be touch-
ed or iofluenced by this movement. They will
comprebend clearly that it can accomplish no-
thing but the division of the party.

Tue town of Szegedin, situated in the South-
eastern part of Austria, has been almost literal-

ly swept away, by the breaking of the dams of

the river Theiss, upon the banks of which river
the town iz situated. The dams have for some-
time been known to be in a weak condition,
and strenuous efforts were made to strengthen
them, butabout a week ago, the government
officials, who had in charge the work, gave ov-
er the attempt to keep bac’t the waters as use-
less, and soon the river broke the banks, and
rushed in an over whelming and destructive
tide upon the towu. Many of the inhabitants,
anticipating the calamity had made their escape
but large numbers remained behind, of whom
hundreds were swept off by the flood and
drowned. Others congregated upon elevations
that were not submerged, and into churches
and other buildings that were solid enough to
resist the floods. The crash of filling buildings
was continually to be heard throughout the
town. Many of those leftin the town are said
to have died of famine. Efforts for the relief of
the sufferers were made in England, and
throughout Germany.
