Death ofa Prominent Citize of Queen Anne’e
County.—The Hon. Richard Cook Tilghman,

chief judge the Orphans’ Court of Queen
Anne's county, died at his residence near
Queenstown, on Friday night last, in the 72d
yvear of his age. Judge Tilghman was a grad-
uate of West Point, being in the same class with
Jefferson Davis and General Joe Johnson. He
was on intimate terms with General Robert E.
Lee, having acted as groomsman at General
Lee’'s marriage., Judge Tilghman served in the
army eleven yearg, but on the death of his fath-
er he succeeded to his fathea’s estate, one of the
finest in Maryland, and has since devoted him-
self to agricultural pursuits. He was a gentle-
man of marked social qualities, and a useful ¢it-
izen, popular with all classes. Hisfuneral took
place at the Hermitage, his home estate, Rev, J.
B. Mitchell, of Centreville P, E. Church, offi-
cinting.

ously, ignoring the sentiments of a majority of
the Democratic voters of Kent county, is pre-
paring to attempt to thrust down our throats a
ticket pledged to defeat the will of the people of
this county, which was elearly and emphatical-
ly expressed on the fifth day of November, 1878,
by a majority of five hundred and ninety votes,
and whereas, it has hecome necessary and is the
bounden duty of honest and lawabiding men to
unite against all combinations, cliques and
rings, in defense of their cherished principles
and for the preservation of the good order, fair
fame, prosperity and honor of our county, and

a Democratie Central Committee for Kent Co.

Resolved, That in view of present cirenmstan-
ces, the exigencies of the times, the paramount
duty of restoring the rights of the people and
forever destroying Ring Rulein Kent county,—
and in consideration of the fact, that the Cen-
tral Committee will fairly represent the people of
every neighborhood of the county, and be ac-
quainted with the wants and wishes of the
whole community, —the said Central Committee,
if deemed necessary, as the only feasible way to
protect the rights of the people, the honor of the
party and the welfare of the county, shall be,
and is, hereby empowered, in the exercise of its
best and mature discretion, to nominate and
present a full ticket to be submitted to the sufs
frages of the people at the next ensuing election,
