Every
man who is desirous of an office has
only to eome forward and let the vo
ters decide upon his claims to the
nomination of his party. The aspi-
rants to the minor offices, have the
same show as the aspirants to what
are considered the more important
offices. There can be no combina
tion of interests, no trading_inpom

sting convention, ance, ‘Toom 1o
compi? Ay feated candi-
date. The responsibility for success
or failure rests upon his own shoul-
ders. Mr. A. cannot say that Mr.
B or C united forces against him
in nominating convention, and thus
defeated him. If Mr. A is defeated,
he can only say that the Demoeratie
voters of Kent county united forces
against him, and if Mr. A will nol
bow submissively to defeat under
such circumstances, Mr. A is not a
good Democrat. There may bhe o
jectionable features in this method
of making nominations, but all the
bad as well as the good of the sys-
tem will be better seen after it has |
had a trial.

Our Phlladelphla Letter.
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March seems to have hoarded all
her energies, for a grand bhlow on
the last day.  The oldest inhabinant
was just getting his report ready

all back, emphatically  declaring,
that if it had been spread ont thin,
there was plenty to last @ month,
Tin roofs were rolled up hke paste
hoard, and carried ineredible dis
tances, and fences weak with age,
loose signs, shutters that hung by
one hinge, and such tritles;, were
carried throungh the air at a fearful
rate nt'ﬁpt-ml. regardless of where
they found a resting place; bhuat nof
hes Illll"‘ of .III\ serions accident, the
inference is, that people  generally
stood from under,

About three o'cloek this afternoon,
a terrific explosion took place, at
the extensive oil refineries of Messrs,
M. L. Elkins & Co., known as the
Belmont Oil Works, at Long Lane
and Mifin St., resulting in the death
of one man, and the fatal injuring
of twoothers.  Within the enclosure
is a long line of substantial shedding
called the warehouse, in which is
stored, thousands of barrels of para-
fine oil, several large tanks, whose
capacity ranges tfrom 500 to 10,000
barrels of oil, besides twelve large
stills, raised on brick foundations,
connected by means of iron pipes,
A large tank for storing “ar, and
various other appurtenances to the
Dbusiness, A few _ninutes—aiter- g
o'clock, one of the workmen diseoy
ered a leak inoone of the stills, and
immediately notified the Superin
tendent, Mr. Chas. Miller, who rea
lizing the danger quickly put sever-
al men todrawing ghe fire from the
still.  While they were thus engag
ed a portion of the escaping oil,
must have reached the fire, and a
most tremendious i'.\pluﬁinil wis the
consequence,  The lames from the
immense mass of burning oil com
pletely enveloped the unfortunate
workmen, as they rushed blindly
about, t-luh-nuuuw to escape from
their perilous position,  Mr, Miller
and some others, escaped with slight
burns, taking a lllu wtion against the
wind which saved them. The wind
was blowing a gale from Northwest
and spread the Hames rapidly to the

tanks, and to a number of barrels
filledd with tar, and to several cars
on the railroad track, filled with
coal and oil;, and making rapid
strides to the great 10,000 barrel
tank, and the boiler house, it was at
one time feared that the parafine
warchouse and the entire works
would be destroyved, but the wind,
fortunately blew the tlamesinanop.
posite diction, and the efforts of the
firemen and workmen were directed
to confining the fire tothe tanks and
stills, and while the firemen turned
their hose on them, others shovelled
sand and ashes in large quantities
upon the streams of blazing oil to
smother out the flames, Imt a8 SO0
as they seemed to be suecessful in
one place, they wonld break ont
again with redoubled fury, and it
was not until late in the evening
when most of the oil had burned out,
that it was got under control, Frank
Callahan, a workman, was blown hy
the explosion, to the southern ex-
tremity of the worksagainst a fence,
which he endeavored to elimb hut
wis unable to do so, and when his
body was taken up some time after,
it scarcely bore any resemblance to
a human being,

John Grieve, another workman,
who had been employed about the
place for fourteen years in running,
' stumbled, and fell into the flames,
When he was rescued, he was most
terribly burned, his eyves being it
terally burned out, and his face toa
crisp.

left him with three small children,
