THE POINDEXTER MURDER CASE,
—Richmond, Va., March 29.--Crowds
have been hovering about the Hust-
ings court-room all day waiting for
the result of the deliberationsof the
jury in the Poindexter-Curtis mur-
der trial. At 11 o’cloek this morn-
ing the jury announced its inability
to agree. They have been in court
several times, always repeating the
same intimation.

Judge Christian
thereupon discharged them, being
partly moved to that course by the
serious illness of the wife of a juror,
At the last call of the jury it stood
five for murder in the second degree
five for voluntary manslanghter and
two for acquittal, or at most invol-
untary manslaunghter. The second-
degree men were willing to come
down to voluntary manslaughter
and make the punishment three
vears in the penitentiary, but the
two who were for aequittal would
only consent to punish the accused
for involuntary manslanghter. The
prisoner was remanded until the
first Monday in April, bail being re
fused.
