Peaches.—There has been a pretty thorough
examination of peach orchards up and down
the peninsula, and from all that we can gather,
we infer that peaches in the upper part of the
peninsula are very materially injured, but that
in this county and Queen Anne's and in the
Southern part of the peninsula, the crop so far
promises to be as large as the trees can well ma-
ture. At the meeting of the Worton Agricul-
tural Club, last Mouday, there were present
thirty peach growers, whose orchards aggre-
gated about 130,000 trees, all of whom reported
the condition of their orchards. Comparing
all reports from the thirty orchards, it is ascer-
tained that there will be at least a half crop of
peaches if no further falling off should occur.
The peaches near the centre of the tree seem 10
be the ones affected, thoseon the outer branches
being for the most part in a healthy condition.
The following is clipped from the Cecil Demo-
erat regarding the peaches in that county :

Very discouraging reports regarding the
peach crop come from orchards in this county,
and it is feared that there will be no yield this
season. Reports from Sassafras Neck, so far as
received, indicate that the injury done the fruit
has not extended to all farms, Some of the
farmers in this vicinity speak hopeless ; others
think they will have a fair yield; and others
again do not seem to think that their crops
have been noticeably affected. The latter, per-
haps, have not thoroughly examined their trees,
A number of branches were brought from Mitch-
¢ll's orchard near town, one day this week, and
closely inspected, Out of one hundred and
seventy-two peaches on them, only a very few
were found in a healthy condition; the others
were more or less affected by the rot,
