PLAYING BALL AS IT USED 70 BE.

An exchange indulges in these
recollections, which will awaken
memories of llu}. hood in the minds ol
many older readers:

“The season of smashed fingers,
slashed noses, and mashed eyes, has
arrived, The time for * Red Stock
ings, ‘Champion Nines," * Leather
Overadls.! *Blue Racers,” *Ginger
Snappers,’ ¢ Ruby Rangersand oth
er euphoniously named  baseball
clubs, has come.  There was a time
That time
has long since passed away. There
are probably remote portions of the
country where there s still some
nusement in a game of baseball -
where the rustic inhabitants have

not vet learned how awfully scien

tific the game has become. There,
when the striker hits the ball a good,
reliable whack he runs for all he is
worth. Wher the other fellow gets
the ball he deesn’t place it quietly
on the bas ; he hurls it with uner.
ring precision at the runner, and
knocks two dollars’ worth of breath
ont of his body. The runner is then
out. He generally goes and lies on
the grass to think over the matter
and rub the place where the ball hit,
But balls in those days were not the
globular bricks they now are. Any
boy with a little ingenuity and an
old stocking could make a ball. A
piece of cork or a bit of rubber to
make it *bhounee,” did to start on,
Then the old stocking was raveled
and the yarn wound on this rubber
bhasis until the ball reached proper
proportions, when it was covered
with leather. The boy who owned
a nice. smooth-covered ball wasKing
Next to him came
the boy with a good bat. The prin
cipal official in the old style of bhase
bhall was the fellow who sat on the
top rail of the fence and kept tally.

Serions misstatements have been
made in regard to the yield of sugar
beets, and their profitable ue
of sugar making. It isa pit, that
some will get enthasiastic over &
new idea, and lead others astray.

Thus it has been frequently stated
‘of late, that sugar beets are an euor
' mously productive and ‘rruﬁtuhh-
crop; that at the rate paid for them
at the Maine beet-sugar factory, viz:
&5 per ton, this erop will bring #250
per acre, the yield being 50 tons per
acre. This would be an extraordi-
nary yvield for the grosser, and more
prolific mangels, and an utterly im-
probable one for the less vigorous,
and more refined sugar beet. A
yield of 18 to 20 tons, is considered
a fair erop in France and Germany,
where they have been learning the
best methods for years, and if we
can succeed here as well as do the
French and Germans, we shall be
more fortunate than we have hither-
to been. The truth is, the sugar
beet crop is very remunerative at
#4 per ton. Twenty-five tons per
acre will amount to $100, which is
equal to 200 bushels of corn peracre
at present prices, and the refuse
pulp, or beet-cake and the leaves,
are worth more as food, than the
fodder from the corn: 25 tons is
| equal to more than 860 bushels per

acre. Fifty tons per acre, which is
the misleading utimafe given
by some too sanguine writers, is
equal to 1,600 bushels per acre, or
| 10 bushels from a square rod : or 4
two horse wagon loads, of 40 t
each to the acre, Those who
