SKETCH OF COL. FORD'S LIFE,

Col. Ford was born March 2d, 1840, in Salem,
N.J. He was the third child and second son
of the Rev. Charles T. and Catherine (Wright)
Ford. His father was a native of Cecil county,
where the mother and the two daughters of
Col. Ford are now living, and where his wife is
buried.

Leaving school at 14 he went to Ohio as clerk
in & wholesale drug store, but afterwards re-
turned at the solicitation of his mother, and ob-
tained the position of clerk of the steamer Arrow,
Captain Young, in 1859. From the steamer Ar-
row Cmqrtain oung was transferred in 1861 to
the newly built steamer Chester, and his former
clerk was made captain of the Arrow.

While holding the position of clerk of the
steamer Arrow, Colonel Ford first met Miss

mily Hendricks, of Queen Anne’s county,
whom in 1862 he married. He then took up his
residence in the county, intending to devote his
life to lTriuulturnl pursuits, but subsequently
turned hisattention to other matters and soon
afterwards organized the Chester River Steam-
boat Company, of which he was made president
and gnarul business manager.
