SLAVES.—Postmaster General Key
and a number of his friends are on

inills of Massachusetts. Thus far
their admiration of the machinery,
production and management of
these mills is unlimited. Mr., Key
hails from a State, that in days not
long gone by, held to an institution
known as slavery, and which was
In certain  sections—
Massachusetts especially—as the
blackest of erimes. The slavery of
Mr. Key's State was of the colored
race, recognized by the constitntion
and laws as legal until within a com.
paratively short time.

Assertions well founded indicate
that now Massachusetts has within
its limits white slavery, and that the
operatives in hercotton mills are the
victims, It is true they are not sold,
hought or bartered, and they are
not liable to the mutations of estates;
