Not one “promising colt” of trot-
ting stock in twenty-five 18 ever
worth any more than the average
value for horses designed for drudges
before light earts and trucks and
street ecars. Here they are really
unfitted for the work required of
them, as they are generally too light
in bone and muscle and consequent-
ly break down early., The time
spent in fussing over trotting colts
by the time they are five years old,
and in training them, is worth all
they will average in price whensold
take the country through. Such a
colt must not work, as it would spoil
its gait and spirit; so it does not
earn anything, and grows up a dead
loss and leaves the breeder in debt.

If a colt had been raised large
enough for a earriage or cart horse,
or to be used on a heavy truck—
which kind of horses have a fixed
value and arein constant and per-
manent demand—at three years of
age it might have been put to work
and earned its keeping, and, when
five years old, it would bring from
%200 to %300, according to its style
and size. These are the colts for
farmers to raise, especially in the
Fastern States. They will always
bring & paying price, for they are
good for farm work or any sort of
service., They must not be less than
sixteen hands high, with as much
natural style and action as possible.
It is not necessary that they should
be “trotters,” but they should be
good easy travelers, Let the breed-
ing of trotting horses be confined to
the large breeding farms, where the
business is systemized and expert
trainers can handle them; and then
a large proportion of the demorali-
zation connected with fast horses,
and much of the damage to farmers
in tryving to breed and train them,
may be avoided.—Col, I, D. Curtiss,
in RURAL NEW YORKER.
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HARD V8. SOFT WATER.—It may
be pleasant to those who live in a
region of our country where nothing
but hard water is to be had, to bein-
formed, by so good anthonity as Dr,
Tidy, the well-known chemist, of the
results of his observations on the
use of hard water for eulinary and
domestic purposes.

Hard water is the Dbest dietical-
ly, because of the lime,

It makes better tea, although not
80 dark colored, owing to the fact
that soft water dissolves the bitter
extractive matters which color tae
tea, but ruin the aroma,

It relieves thirst, which soft wa-
ter does not,

It does not dissolve lead or organ-
ic matter, which soft water does.

It is generally good colored, soft
water being as a rule dark colored
and unpleasant looking ; hence in
places supplied with soft water, they
always put it (in holes) in dark bot-
tles, to hide the color, A soft water,
however, is a better detergent, and
requires less soap. For a residen-
tial town a water which has over
ten degrees of hardness would be
best. For manufacturing towns a
soft water would be the most advis:
able, for commercial considerations
only.

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A peculiar specialty in literature
is the republishing of that class of
books issued by distinguished auth-
ors in their earlier days and subse-
quently dropped. It has frequently
happened that writers, after having
achieved fame, desire to omit their
imperfect prodnetions.

mong such books may be included
Shelley’s early novel “Zastrozzi,”
which has long been out of print,.—
Another curions instance is found
in Gibbon. His first venture into
literature was an essay written in
French. Only one edition was pub-
lished, this having been done by his
father, who had such a desire to see
his som in print that he eheerfully
stood the expense. The book soon
became aliterary curiosity, and Gib-
bon’s vanity was gratified by seeing
a copy sold at a book auction for
four times the original price. An-
other case is found in Dickens, one
of whose earlier works was a rural
opera. It is a very eclever thing,
and I read it with much pleasure on
its first appearance, but the author
became dissatisfied with it and for-
bade its republication.

Reference may here be made to
Scott’s “Battle of Waterloo.” 1t was
written in much haste, and publish-
ed for the benefit of the sufferers of
the action. It was, however, very
inferior, and the author became
heartily ashamed of it. In fact, his
friends spoke of it as a sacrifice of
himself to the cause which he had
espoused. Hence it is not included
among his works, and is one of the
literary curiosities of that day.—
Coming nearer home, there is Coop-
er’s first attempt at fiction, which
proved a failure, and hence was
dropped as soon as he made a name.
The title of the volume is “Irecau-
tion,” and it is interesting as a les-
son of those difficulties which may
beset the early path of a literateur.

Motley, the historian, affords an-
other instance. His first venture
was a novel entitled “Morton’s Hope,
or the Young Provincial.” Itwasa
tale of the revolution, but proved a
failure, and in after years the auth.
or was so ashamed of it that he em-
ployed a friend to buy every copy
that could be found, and it is thus
suppressed. The poems of the
Bronte girls make another curious
volume. It was issued by Currer,
Ellis and Acton Bell, and notwith-
standing so powerful a title it prov-
ed a failure. Having never been
republished it i8 now one of the rare
books of the present age. - may al-
so mention Irving’s letters of “Jon-
athan Oldstyle.” This was his first
nom de plume, and they appeared in

Chronicle when the author
was hardly 21. He supposed them
to be forgotten, such being the de-
sire of his riper years, but after he
reached distinction they were issued
in the shape of a volume, much to
their author’s annoyance. The large
number of similar works show what
a specialty they might afford to any

'{one disposed to pursue it.—ZTroy

A TREASURE CHAMBER.—One of
the richest and rarest treasure cham-
bers in the world is that belonging
to the Sultans of Moroceo in the ci-
ty of Fez, It wasestablished there
in S15 by the Sultan Edris ben
Edris, the founder of the city, and
it has been enriched by some addi-
tion to its valuables or rarities by
almost every one of his successors.
There are preserved in it many pre-
cious relics belonging to the time of
Moorish rule in Spain, and there is
a sword of Ferdinand the Catholie,
the handle of which is & mass of
precious stones. It is needless to
say that this treasury is most care-
fully guarded, and some travelers
say that there are in it and about it
nearly 2,000 locks. Some months
ago the Sultan Siki Muley Hassan,
who has long been suffering from
gout, confided the charge of the Fez
trcasury to his brother, Prince
Muley Abbas, who, in his turn, in-
trusted it to the Governor of Fez.
A few weeks ago the Sultan was

presented by one of his vassals with
a splendid revolver, which was a-
dorned with gold and precious
stones. 1llis majesty ordered it to be
lodged in the treasury, but, upon
entering the chamber, some boxes
were found broken open and com-
letely emptied of their contents,—
ll‘lua Sultan had several persons ar-
rested, but the inquiry led to no re:
sult; and he has now offered a re-

ward of #38,000 for the discovery of
the thieves.

WiLLOW WooD A8 BRAIN-FooOD.
—Since during the acts of sensation
and intellection phosphorous is con-
sumed in the brain and nervous
system, there arises a necessity to
restore the portions soconsumed, or,
as the popular expression is, to use
brain-food. Now, as every one
knows, it is the mllblert-y of phos-
phorous to shine in the dark; and
as fish in a certain stage of putre-
factive decay often emitlight, or be-
come phosphorescent, it has been
thought that this is due to the abun-’
dance of phosphorus their flesh con-
tains, and hence that they are emi-
nently suitable for the nourishment
of the nervous system, and are in-
valuable brain-food. Under that
idea many people resort to a diet of
fish, and persuade themselvet that
they derive advantage from it in an
increased vividness of thought; a
signal improvement in the reason-
ing powers. But the flesh of fish
contains no excess of phosporous,
nor does its shining depend on that
element. Decaying willow wood
shines even more brilliantly than
decaying fish; it may sometimes be
discerned afar off at night. The
