A Osmbsesed Murderer—A Coworzp Max
Hawine rnox CHESTRRTOWN ACKNQWLEDGES TO
nAvE Buor A Man.— William Lioyd, Jr., son of
William Lloyd, a colored man now residing in
Chestertown, has been arrested and lodged in
jall at Bel Air, Harford county, having confeased |
to the murder of a white man by the name o”
Redifer, on the Philadelphia, Wilmington and
Baltimore railroad, near Bush river, Lloyd is
well known in and about Chestertown, and was
employed in the neighborhood of the town until
after harvest. His father during last winter
and spring was hostler for Mr. Voshell, propri-
etor of the Voshell House, and young Lloyd is
sald to have frequently assisted his father, |
though he was not in Mr. Voshell’s employ.
He is said by those who know him, to be not
altogether bright in mind, and perfectly harm-
less. In the early part of this summer, he had
occasion to carry a bag of meal into the back I
room of Messrs. Kennard & Connelly’s store,
and there being no one back there but himself,
he pocketed Mr. Kennard’s pistol, which was
lying on & shelf, after which he left town.
There are some singular circumstances connect-
ed with the shooting of Redifer, which render it
somewhat doubtful whether the negro is con-
fessing the truth or not, In Redifer's pocket
was found a note in his own handwriting, say-
ing beintended to kill himself, and resting their
belief upon this note the coroner’'s jury had
breught in a verdict of suicide, before Lloyd was
arrerled. Lloyd is now in the Harford county
Jall, awaiting investigation that may throw
fuller light upon the matter. The particulars
given in the Baltimore Sun of Friday and Sat-
urday, isasfollows : ‘‘ The case of young Elmer
Redefer, who was found Wednesday afternoon
beside the Philadelphia, Wilmington und Balti-
wmore railroad track, near Bush river, insensible,
with a bullet hole in the right side of the head,
a coroner's jury found from evidence before
them that it was not a murder, but a suicide. |

There is strong reason to believe, however, that
the jury allowed themselves to be misled by o
letter found upon the person of the victim after
he had died. This letter, hearing no date; ex-
presses the intention of the writer to kill him-
self, but as it was for his sister, it looks very
much like he intended to frighten and thus
coerce her into some measures he had in view."
The letter reads as follows :

the writing was identified as being that of Red-
efer, and as it corresponded with that upon the
other papers in the pocket-book, the jury con-
sidered it as proper evidence of the manner of
his death.

In addition, they examined Mr.J. H. Em-
mard, railroad agent at Perrymansville, who
testified that the deceased was brought to the
station by the crew of the freight train which
arrived there at 5 P. M. on Wednesday. He had
beea found by them lying on the grass near the
track, about one mile east of Bush river, in an
insensible condition. Dr. John Tredick, Jr.,
was summoned, and after examining the wound,
which was in the right temple, probed into it
about one and a-half inches, but could not find
the ball. Redefer died at 8:20 P. M. Witness
saw a little blood collected around the wound,
but did not notice any powder on the skin or

any appearance of a burn.

Mr. Perguson testified that young Redefer
had been living with him for several weeks past,
and did not appear to be in low spirits or give
any signs of an intention t0 end his life. On
Tuesday last he left, saying that he was going
over t0 & meighbor's to do some work, and
would return Saturday night. After he icft,
witness, having occasion to go 10 a drawer in
which be kept a Smith & Wesson seven-shooter,
noticed that it had been taken away, and sup-
posed that Redefer must have taken it,

This closed the testimony. The pistol refer-
red 10 by Mr. Ferguson was not found, although
there were several cartridges of the size to fit it
in the pockets of the deceased.

Later, two tramps, Daniel Sullivan and Wm.
Lloyd, were arrested, and Lloyd first accused
Sullivan of having shot Redefer, but afterward
sald that he, Lioyd, shot him.
