PPue, whose farm is near Belair, has

the largest erop of grapes ever rais-
He has two
vineyards, containing together sev-
en acres.  The vines are exceeding-

1y luxuriant in growth, and literally
| borne down with a profusion of lus-
- clous purple fruit.  So abundant is

the e¢rop that only the choicest
bunches are gathered, and of these
Mr. Pue will have at least twenty
tons.

About one ton of the fruit is pick-
¢d every morning and sent to the

a careful trial of many varieties of
grapes, Mr. Pue has abandoned all
except the Coneord and Clinton—
the former being a fine table grape
and the latter excellent for wine-
making. They are both hardy, vig-
orous and abundant beares. The
grapes are planted in rows about
four or five feet apart.

The vines are eight feet apart,
and are supported on a single piece
of heavy galvanized wire, suspend-

Acecording to
the City Press the stock of paid
notes of seven years is about 94,
000,000 in number and they fill 18,
000 boxes, which, if placed side by
side, would reach three miles. The
notes placed in a pile would be eight
miles high ; or if joined end to end
would form a ribbon 15,000 miles
long; their original value was $15,
000,000,000, and their weight over

A DURABLE TIMBER.—One of the
most durable kinds of wood is that
of the larch tree. The tree grows
in abundanece and to perfection on
the sandy coasts of the Baltic, There
the Romans became acquainted
with it during the Germanic wars,
and so highly did they value it that
they transported it, at immense ex-
pense, across the River Alps down
the Po, and thence to Rome. Vi
truvius praises it much as building
timber, and Plinius declares it to be
the best of all resinous kinds of
wood. The great floating palace
which the Emperor Trajan built for
a summer residence on Lake Nerne,
which was made Eartly of eypress
and partly of larch, and when, after
the lapse of fourteen centuries, this
palace was discovered on the bot-
tom of the sea raised from the mud
in which it lay imbedded all those
parts of it which were of larch were
found to be perfectly sound. Inthe
English marine the larch was intro-
duced in 1809, from the Bcotch for-
ests of the duke of Athol, and the
frigate Athol, built in 1830, is still
in active service and in excellent
condition.
