of the Legislature in 1876, at a time when the

The State of Maryland, and Kent
county, in order to be able to guar
antee him in the possession of his
property, are compelled to sustain
courts of law and justice, and to em-
ploy jurors if necessary to decide
upon the validity of his title. They
are compelled to employ oflicers to
enforee protection in the possession
of his property. Why is it that rob.
bers do not drive oft his horses and
cattle, seize upon his wheat and
corn, and rob him of his earnings?
It is because he lives in a civilized
community, that is protected by law.
There are officers who would arrest
those robbers and lodge them in
jail,
of justice, by an impartial jury and
they would be punished for their
crimes. The man’s property would
be restored to him. This is a part
of the consideration for which that
man pays his 100 out of his income
of #1500 or %2000. Let us see what
else he pays his $#100 for. Kent
county is cut up by public highways.
If he rides out for pleasure or for
business, he has the free use of these
highways, and the keeping of them
in order, takes a part of his #100.
Suppose there were no publie roads
in Kent county, and the farms were
blocked closely together, divided on-
ly by fences and hedges,it would take
him almost as long and give him
more trouble to ride from Chester-
town to Galena, than it would to
make a trip to Europe.

lating the provisions of this Act shall be deemed
guilty of misdemeanor, and on conviction there-
of, before any Justice of the Peace, in either of

said counties, shall be fined not less than five |

nor more than twenty dollars, and on refusal to
pay said fine shall be committed by such justice

For the information of all persons concerned,

the following Act of the Legislature, passed
March 24, 1865, is published.

CHAPTER 191.

AN ACT prohibiting the sale of spirituous or
fermented liquors in the several Counties of
the State on the day of Election :

SecrioN 1. Be it enacted by the General As-
sembly of Maryland, That it shall not be lawful
for the keeper of any hotel, tavern, store, drink-
ing establishment or other place where liquors
aresold, or for any person or persons, directly
or indirectly, to sell, barter, give or dispose of
any spirituous or fermented liquors, ale or beer
or intoxicating drinks of any kinds on the day
of election hereafter tp be held, in the several
counties of the State.

Sec. 2. And be it enacted, That any person
violating the provisions of this Act Ihlil lia-
ble to indictment by the Grand Jury of the
county where the offense is committed, and
shall, ur:m conviction before any Judge of any
of the Circuit Courts of the State, be fined a sum
not less than lifty dollars nor more than one
hundred dollars for each and every offense, one-
half of the fiue to be paid to the informer, and
the other half to the County Commissioners for
the use of the public roads.
