A stand was built on the
side of the court house next to the jail, and a lit-
tie before 2 o’ clock, the Kent Cornet Band took
their positions on the platform, and with their
lively music, soon collected the people. Short-
ly after two o' clock the speakers made their ap-
pearance on the platform. M. deK. Smith, Esq.,

Geo. W. T. Perking, Esq., in nssuming the
chairmanship of the meeting, made a short ad-
dress.

the following Act of the Legislature, passed
March 24, 1865, is published

CHAPTER 1)

AN ACT prohibiting the sale of gpirituons or
fermented lignors in the several Counties of
the State on the day of Election

Secrion 1. Be i enacted by the General As-
f Maryland, That it shall not be lawful
for the keeper of any hotel, tavern, store, drink-
ing establishment or other place where liquors
aresold, or for any person or persons, directly
or indirectly, o sell, barter, gtvr_ or dispose of
any spirituous or fermented liguors, ale or heer
or intoxicating drinks of any Kinds on the day
of election hereafter to be held, in the several
counties of the State.

Sec. 2. And be ot enacted, That apy person
violating the provisions of this Act shall be lia-
ble to indictment by the Grand Jury of the
county where the offense s commitied, and
shall, upon conviction before any Judge of any
of the Cirenit Courts of the State, be fined & sum
not less than fifty dollars nor more than one
hundred dollars for each and every offense, one-
half of the fine 10 be paid to the informer, and
the other hall 10 the County Commissioners for
the use of the public roads.
