Several yvears ago, I was visiting
on North river a handsome grapery
owned by the late Prof. Morse, of
telegraphic renown, and was shown
through it by the Professor himsell,
who made a sort of pet of it. He
was as you and the world knows, a
man of the largest intelligence and
closest observation.

| was complimenting him upon
the unusnal size of his grapes, and
the peculiar solidity of the bunches
when he stated that they shoulti
have been much larger and finer, if
his gardener had trimmed them
more closely when the grapes first
formed. He said, only one third of
the original formation had been re-
n®ved whereas at least one half
should have been, and he demon-
strated the truth of his remark, by
pointing out to me the numerous in-
dentations made in the grapes by
the one attempting to crowd out the
other, ‘seeking as he said, more
breathing space.

We find the same thing true in
the growth of cotton. hen the
plant is unusually luxuriant and
attains more than ordinary height,
its {rnit bearing capacity is greatly
increased by topping.

[ am persuaded that the same rule
holds good in the vegetable king-
dom as a whole. It is in accordance
with a universal law of nature, the
law of expansion. Kxperiment must
of course determine exactly how far
it is safe and desirable to go in
praning.

You must
work, not for a week, a month or a
year, but unremittingly to life’s end,
and the same amount of labor in-
telligently employed here, will yield
in the long run as rich a fmrwst as
elsewhere.

It is no small privilege to be lo-
cated so near the great centers of
civilization in this country as you
are with schools, colleges and
churches at every turn. You can
educate your children at little orno
expense and enjoy a thousand little
comforts, the value of which you can-
not properly estimate until yon are
deprived of them.

t has often occurred to me that
your State would be greatly beni-
fitted not only by retaining the peo-
ple you raise on your soil, but by of-
fering such inducements to the
thousands of foreign immigrants
who pass yearly through your great
city to the far West, as would de-
tain them within your borders.

Many counties are still but spare-
ly settled and much land is still un.
cultivated.

The time will come when those
though poor, will prove more at-
tractive than the virgin soil of our |
counties. l

In the planting States, I regret to
say that we are very far behind yon
in the developments of agriculture,
but the same spirit which you
caught years ago from your neigh-
bors in Pennysvania and Delaware,
is travelling southward rapidly, and
will speedily produce good results.

We have had many and great dis-
couragements since the war, but
think we now see the silver lining
of the eloud that has so long obscur-
ed, both material and political out-
look.

We are more hopeful than for
many years and believe our hope to
be well founded.
