It is much more con-
venient and effectual. To use it it
is simply wite to add one-eighth
to one-quartér of an ounce of the
sulphite to each gallon of cider in
the eask, first mixing the powderin
about a quart of the cider and giv-
ing the latter a thorough shaking
or rolling. After standing bunged
several days to allow the sulphite
to exert its full action, it may be
bottled off. The sulphite of lime

make a clearing of'the yard
and barn cellars once a year, either
in the Tﬂn or fall.
