Quiney, Mass.. in the direction of
improving the system of ordinary
common school teaching. The
School Committee, having under-
taken a real and thorough, instead
of the old formal examinationof the
schools, found the results of the in-
struetion altogether unsatisfactory.
The pupils had a plenty of knowl-
edge acquired by rote, but they were
wofully ignorantoutside of that,and
anable to apply what they had
learned.

For instance, they could parse
and construe sentences without
fault, and repeat the rules of gram-
mar like the multiplication table,

but they could neither write with

facility nor read fluently. They
were unable to write correctly an or-
dinary letter. The committee, there-
fore, set to work to reform the whole
system, and its first step was to re
duee the number of studies, and to
s0 teach them that the pupils should
be able to use the knowledge they
acquire. After five years’ working,
the new plan has accomplished re-
sults which gratify both the teach-
ers and parents, and the young-
sters are becoming fond of going to
school,
