The Census.—For the taking of the census
next year, Maryland is divided into three prin-
cipal districts, The First District: Baltimore
city and Baltimore county ; Second distriet,
Caroline, Cecil, Dorchester, Harford, Kent,
Queen Anne's, Somerset, Talbot, Wicomico
and Worcester : Third District, Allegany, An-
ne Arundel, Calvert, Carroll, Charles, Fred-
exick, Garrett, Howard, Montgomery, Prince
George's, St, Mary’sand Washington counties.
Delaware comprises a district by itself. It will
bee resembered that the whole United States is
to be divided into one hundred and £fty prin-
cipal districts, over each of which a supervi-
sing census-taker is to be placed.

It is possible that with a fair
census, Kent may number over 18,000 popula~

Mr, I, H. Barroll teaches his
first grade what capitals are, and what punc-
tuation marks are, and what they mean. Illus-
trates to his other grades by practical senten-
ces, Does not teach rules till he comes to the
sixth grade. Teaches his sixth grade to use
their own judgment as much as possible. Miss
India Comegys, in fourth grade teaches use of
capitals and punctuation marks. Has her pu-
pils write sentences on the board and punctuate
them, bringing in rules for punctuation. Mr,
W. F. Taylor gave Prof. Harvey’'s method of
teaching punctuation, and said he adopted it
as his method. Miss Maime Hazzard teaches
punctuation in connection with other studies.
She reads sentences to her pupils and has them
say how they should be punctuated. She also
teaches punctuation by having her pupi’s ana-
Iyze sentences, Mr. Bowers thinks a true
knowledge of punctuation ean only be obtained
by n knowledge of grammar., Teaches by dic-
tation exercises up to fourth grade, after that
grade teaches by means of composition. Miss
Helen Power said punctuation should be taught
first from reading exercises and secondly from
lictatlon exercises.

It is very
possible to punctuate properly without know-
ing why, and most persons do so punctuate,
Books are generally peoperly punctuated, and
children may be taught from reading exercises,
As pupils advance however, he thinks they
should be taught rules for punctuation. The
President read some rules for punctuation from
a textsbook by Read and Kellogg and recom-
mended the book to the association,

The next order of business taken up was
“Questions and Answers.”” Mr, Pinkind asked,
“How shall I get time to teach grammar to my
fifth grade, without neglecting some other stu-
dy 7" A discussion of the question showed
that many of the teachers have difficulty in
finding suflicient time to do justice to their fifth
grade in grammar, The general impression
seemed 1o be that time would have to be taken
from some other grade.
