Sulclde of a Former Residont of Kent County.

~Henry Mullikin, & man between sixty and
seventy years of age, and who till within the

last two years was a resident of the upper part

of this county, shot himself through the heart
with a pistol, last Friday morning. He was
slaying at the time with his brother, James
Mullikin, residing about five miles from Centre-
ville. The following particulars of the suicide
are clipped from the Maryland Citizen :

“On Friday morning he ate his breakfast a
about 7 o' clock, after which he went to his roow.
His hrother was in the room with him at about
0 o'clock, and engaged in conversation with
him, at which time the deceased appearcd in
good spirits,
his work at his barn, and was 80 engaged when
his wife sent for him, and informed him that
his brother was dead,  Mrs. Mullikin went into
the room ocenpied by the deceased, Letween 10
and 11 o'clock, when ghe found him sitting in
an arm chair—his usual seat—with one leg
resting in another chair, and a small Smith &
Wesson pistol lying on the chair beside his leg,
His head was inclined to one side: otherwise
his position was natural, Mr  Mullikin ob-
tained the assistance of some of his wen and

lneced his brather upon the bed,  Mr. M, s first
!:Ilprt'ﬁiuu was, upon secing the pistol in the
chair, that his brother had shot himself, bhut
Mrs, Mullikin took up the pistol—a small re
volver—and seeing the chambers loaded, so

the deceased, He sent for some ggighbors, who
upon attempting to undress the I&wﬁ__* fosmgd the
under-clothing on his left side in a bivody cep-
dition.
