Flower Culture—The Geranium.—
Among ladies who cultivate flowers
the geranium has long been a de-
served favorite; being found in al-
most every collection in the parlor,
the garden or the greenhouse. We
have thought, therefore, that some
account of this flower and the best
mode of managing it, would be ac-
ceptable to our fair readers. Geran-
inms will always be admired, either
for the azreeable fragrance of their
foliage, or the splendor of their
flowers; and when the great delica-
ey of their flowers, the brilliancy
and endless variety of their colors,
the finely penciled lines in some, and
the clouded spots in others, as well
as the great length of time which
they continue to display their blos-
soms, are taken into consideration,
they are surpassed by but few flow-
ers.

Ink on the Carpet.—Ink freshly
spilled upon the carpet should at
once be taken up with soft paper or
a slightly damp sponge, or even a
damp ecloth, care being exercised
not to spread the spot. After all is
taken up that can be, wet the
sponge—after first washing it clean
—in warm water, and thoroughly
scrub the spot on the carpet. When
no more can be washed out, wet the
spot with a weak solution of Oxalie
Acid, and, after a few moments,
wash off with cold water, and final-
ly sponge with a weak Ammonia
Water, to nentralize any of the acid
that may remain in the carpet.—
