A medi~al journul gives an extract from a
lecture deliverel by Dr., Hugo Enzel in
whicu there are sowe hints of uuiversal im-
portance in regard to cholera prevention,
After relating a number of instances in
which animals had died from cholora after
having bad some comma-baeili injecied in
the upper portion of the duoldenum, be pro
ceeded to show how the king of Italy had
visited with entire ilmpunity tue cholera
hospitals of Naple The reason of this is
thus stated: “All his food and all the water
and wine he drank were sent to him  from
Rome in hermetically sealed b ttles and
boxes. As he eoul! not becoms inlected by
way of inhalation, but only by the food and
water swallowed, care was simply taken to
bave the food and drink pure, and free from
comma-baeilli,”

Near the conclusion of his lecture, the
doctor gave some practical advice which
may be of use in this Jlocality in case we
should have the outbreak whieh is threaten-
ing 1. He said that people should have
their main organ of digzes ion in the best
possible order, and that ¢rrors in diet should
be avoided. The plainest food should be
selected, and every particle of food to be
eaten, and water to be drank, boiled thor-
oughly, and in thi« way there would be no
danger of infection. These are commone
-onse views, and their application is sub-
stantially within the reaca of every family.
