Periodicity of Disease.
[Youth's Companion.)

[ntermittent fever (ague) is so called from
the regular successive fall and rise of its
temperature, - In one type of this fever, the
subsidence of the fever is for one day, in
another for two days, in a shird for three
days. Many diseases run their courw in a
fixed number of weeks, In typhoid fever,
and some other dieases, the temperature
falls in the earlier part of the day, and rises
in the latter part. These facts are familiar
to our readers. Carelul study indicatss toat
there is a general law of periolicity in
nilmm—indeod. that there are diffarent
laws, some baving their source within the
system, and some dependent on periodical
changes without.

A daily period shows itself in steady in-
crease of vital activity from 3 a. m., reach-
ing its maximum between noon and 2 p m.,
with a progressive decline, at first slow and
later more rapid, reacling its minimum be-
tween land 3 a. m. To this is due the more
frequent occurrence of death some time after
midnight,

There is a weekly period shown in the
more vigorous condition, of a bealthy body,
in the earlier part of the week as compared
with the latter part. This is due to the rest
of the Babbath, and indicates that we are so
made that our nervous energy tends to rapid
periodical exbaustion.

There are annual periods connected with
the succession of the seasons. Vital vigor
increases through autumn, winter and early
spring; declines toward the end of spring,
and reaches its lowest point at the close of
summer. Hence the greater liability to dis-
ease in sumimer,

Different diseases, also, seem to sustain
each its own special rel.tion to the sea on.
The mamimum prevalence of small-pox is in
May; of scarlet fever, In October; of diph-
theria, in November and December; of
typhoid fever, in November; of cholera, in
September; of dysentery and diarrhoea, in
July and August; of bronchitis and asthma,
in January, Whooping cough, pneumonia
and rheumatism are mainly diseases of
winter and sprine.
