He cites the case of the man who
lives on the top of Shawnee Moun
taln, two or three miles back of the
borough, on the banksofthe stream
that supplies the reservoirs, The
man, whose name is D.F.Junea, was
taken sick with typhoid fever in
Philadelpbia the latter part of Jan-
uary, and is not vet convalescent.
