They wers
quite poor, too—poverty always adds to the
strain and burden of wedlock -and had
vexations and grievances withoutend. Any
one might bhave prophesied that such &
anion would bave an unfortunate termina-
tion, for all the sources of disharmony and
estrangement were in itk  But it proved ex-
ceptionally bappy. He and she were brought
most closely togethier by their narrow ecir-
cumstances and retiring disposition, and the
closer they got the nearer they grew--the
fuller and desper their sympathy became.

EMERSON-LONGFELLOW,

Ralph Wallo Emerson had two wives
The first, Ellen Louisa Tucker, lived but
five months; the second, Lidian Jackson—
he was 32 when be wedded hor—still surs
vives, and isan exalted specimen of woman-
hood. It bas been repeatedly asserted that
poets and philosophers make wretched con-
jugal partners; that they carry neither po-
otry nor philosophy into the seclusion of
their home., Emerson, however, was both
poet and philosopher, and yet an excellent
husband, performing all the duties of the
position completely and faithfully and lend-
ing it every grace of his fine nature and de-
velopment. His rare combination of the
practical and ideal fitted him to be the
head of a household, and adelightful head
he was. No one who eover visited him
failed to tostify to both his genuine hospi-
tality and his admirable maritalism,
mlonglfellow was nowhere more of a poet
than in his own family. His wife, Miss Apple-
ton, was burned to death by the igniting of
her garments when she was preparing for a
party, and the terrible tragedy never
passed from his mind or heart. BShe was &
lovely creature, it was universally conceded,
and he mourned her loss, which came when
he was comparatively young, to his dying
hour., He did net murmur nor visi-
bly grieve, but he sat patiently, though pen-
sively under the shadow of his great afflio-
tiom, evincing a beautiful resignation to his
widowerhood. Asa father he was an ex-
ample of gentleness, tenderness and aflec-
tion, and his 6éhildren adored him. For
thirty years he lived alone, never seeking
to assuage his bereavement by taking an-
other companion.

LOWELL—WHITE

Lowell has been a shining example of all
that man ought to be in the tenderest and
sacredest of relations to women. He also
has been twice married. His frst wife,
Maria White, lived but nine years, dying at
32, and leaving behind her a reputation, the
aroma of which still lingers about Cam-
bridge, and another generation has arisen
since she passed into the realm of eternal si-
lonce.
