Curiosities in Seaweed.

“If you were to travel from the
icy shores of Alaska to the summer
skies and shining seas around tbe
island of Java,” says a writer in &
New York journal, “you would find
a seaweed of great value to the peo-
ple of Chima, It grows under the
rocks anbove which the birds called
salanganes make the nests that are
80 highly prized for Chinese soups,
These rocks are calcareous. The
waves are never still at their feet,
even when the sea is tranquil. The
action of the water has worn holes
and caves in the rock clear to the
top. In these cavities the birds by
the million build vheir nests. They
seetm to seek the places where the
sea rages most flercely. Hovering
in countless thousands around the
rocks, they dash into the thickest |
spray, seeking their food on the
foaming wave crests, only to appear
again among the rainbows that
form above the waters. In the boil
ing waves they find the seaweed

knowu as plocaria tenas, and from it
take the gelatine with which they
baild their nests.
