Chihuabua, a city of 20,000 inhabitants and
the capital of the State of Chihuabua, is on the
line of the Mexican Central R, R., twelve hours
ride south of El Paso, and is the centre of a rich
mining district, The climate is unequaled any-
where, two fine plazas, a university and a col.
| lege whose students rival in stature and even
exceed in numbers those of Washington College,
Maryland. The number of resident Americans
{s probably eight bundred or a thousand, and
they are rapidly Americanizing the city, not-
withstanding the opposition of the old blue-
blooded descendants of Spanish grandees, who
strenuously adbere to the hebits and customs of
15th century Spain, and the more material ob-
struction embodied ia the natural laziness of
the Mexican peon.
