LIEUT. ALLEN'S TRIP ACROSS THE
UNKNOWN TERRITORY.

The exploration of Alaska by Lieut. Heary
1. Allen, of the Becond cavalry, is calling
attention to the wonders of our continent,
in which somewhere must lie the resources
of future development and wealth. The
accounts say that Lieut. Allen has put his
NAame amonyg the very groeatest explorers.
He traveied 2 000 or 3,000 miles in all. He
connected by an overland route vur settle-
ments on the North PFPacifie with those on
Behring straits, Before he want over this
country we did not know anything about a
great river in the north of Alaska,

THE LiEUTENANT'S TRIP,

When you go into the North Paecifie you
strike the town of Sitka, comparatively low
on the coast, and the coast above it forms a
grand arch, above which is an unknown
continent. The great mountain of St Elias
stands up to the height of some 15,000 feet,
like a light-house to the dark and iey world
bemeatn i, Waest of this mountain, perhaps
L0 miles, is the Copper river, on which is
another mountain called Werangel This
river is at one of the deepest points of inden-
tgtion the coat. Up this river Allen
wont, and then he crossed the groat Alaskan
nountain rauge, whiech 14 the termination
of our rocky mountains, that are called the
itockies till they get to the Yukon river,
and west of that river they continue for
about 600 miles, no longer running north
and south, but east and west.

Crossing them, the young officer went
down their northern side till he came to
the Kiver Tanenah, or Tennah, which up to
1560 had only a traditional existence, and is
put on the coast survey maps as a supposed
river, oanly reported by Indians. 1t runs
like the rivers of Oregon, between moun-
tainous walls, and empties into thg great
river Yukon, which has meantime flowed
through the bend of the Rocky mountains
and tarned tn the south-west. Along this
river the officer went 400 to 500 miles, and
closed his journey at Fort St Michael,

which is on Norton sound, a portion of
Behring's sea.

THE MIGHTY YUKON.

The great Yukon river has been known a
little for seventy-five years. Posts were
established on it before 18540, It may be
called the Si Lawrence river of Alaska,
running west instead of east, It rises be-
hind Sitka, flows north through lakes and
cascades;, drains a great water-shed, and
then going through the mountains turns
southwestward and flows into Behring sea,
-om»s 200 miles south of Behring straits
This great stream of Alaska is believed to
be 1,500 miles long. Some say it is
fully 2,000 miles long and three-fourths
of it navigable for river steamers
and that on the lower Yukon it is so wide
that one bank is invisible from the other.
At places far up the river it is twenty miles
wide, It is one of the largest rivers in the
world —larger than the Ganges or the Ori-
noco—and equal to the Danube or La Plata,

There some wonderful ocean currents in
Behring sea, which make this northwestern
coast warm and mild, while all the north-
eastern coasts of America about Newfound-
land and Labrador is like ice. The gulf
stream of the Pacific in these parts is called
by the Chinese the Black Stream; somo call
it the Japan carrent. It brings a warm,
moist atmosphere, which is condensed on
the snow-peaks of the coast raanges, and
oauses the wonderful rainfall which extends
along that coast as far south as Oregon.

MOUNTAINS OF ALASKA,

There is said to be sixty-one wvoleanic
peaks in Alaska, of which only ten spit fire
now. Mount St. Elias is put down at 16,000
feet in some of the reports, Mount Fair
Weatherat 14,000 feet, and the Redoubt vol-
cano, on the Alaska peninsula, at 11,000 feet.
The Alaskan mountain range is really the
Rocky mountains joined to the coast range,
as we oall it in California. The two ranges
run into each other and become identical
North of the great bend of these mountains
the country seems to become comparatively
level, so0 that the ]}I*H-l.lu{‘.‘tﬂ of the interior
can be taken down the Yuken river. In this
Yukon valley has been found a very differ-
ent class ef animals and birds from what
was known to the south.,

The superficial area of Alaska is believed
to be about 530,000 square miles. Fifteen
yoars ago Mr. Doll, who lead the Western
Upnion Telegraph expedition into Alaska,
«ald: “The field now opened to America for
exploration and discovery is grand. The
interior every where in Alaska neads explora-
tion, particularly the great plateau north of
the Yukon, the valley of the Kuskoquin and
that of the Copper river. The Arctic ocean
north of Behring strait has so far been neg-
lected, Wrangel's island offers to explorers
a more fruitful fisld than the well-trodden
shores north of Hudson bay.”

Alaska is not to be measured only by its
surface, The same range of Roeky moun-
tains m which the precious metals have
been found passes by a long ecourse through
Alaska, and mining may be one uf the levers
to raise this unknown country to import-
ance.

POOR PARAGUAY.

HER SIX YEARS FIGHT AGAINST
THREE COMBINED NATIONS.

The Entire Country Practically Destroyed
and Depopuluted-— I'resent Hﬂ!‘mf
and Hopeful Outlook for the Fua~
ture —FPeople and Customs.

[American Cor. Inter Ocean.)

The only outlet for the “interior provinces
of Bouth Bragzil is through Paraguay, and
the people of that empire resented the ob-
struction of their commerece, Argentine and
Uruguay had grievances also, and in 1808
the three great nations, representing about
hall the population of South America, called
the tyraut lLopez to account. He only
scoffed at them, and defled their interfers
ence, Thew began a war which has no rr
allel in bistory. For six long years the little
state of Paraguay beld at bay the three com-
bined nations whose territory surrounded it
Sixty thousand infantry, 10,000 eavalry,
5,000 artillery, and a naval fleet, furnished

with all the modern implements of war, pos-

sossing Krupp guns and repeating rifles, and
sustained by the wealth of the allied powers,
were defied and resisted by the unorganized,
umarmed, and ignorant par-Aguayans,
whose only motive was the defence of »
ruler that enslaved and tortured them.

HOW THEY FOUGHT,

They fought with clubs and axes, when
their ammunition gave out, and whon the
ranks of men were mown down the women
took their places, and fought like wild
beasts defending their young. And the war
did not end until the population of Paraguay
was well nigh exterminated, the country
laid waste, and the tyrant Lopez driven like
a wolf to the mountains, where he was
finally killed in a eave in which he sought
refuge. Never did a leader receive such
loyal support, and never did one deserve it
les-,

The war cost Brazil, Argentine and Uru-
guay $250,000,000 and 20,000 lives, while
it cost Paraguay everything. There were
scarcely enough survivors to bury the dead,
“he entire country was practically de-
stroved and depopulated. An enumera-
tion made of her subjects in 1567,
by lopez 1II, showed the popula-
tion of Paraguay to be 1,337 420
In 1874, after the close of the war, a census
was taken, which demonstrated that the

number had been reduced to 291,070 souls,

of whom only 28,000 were men, and 106 000,
women over 15 years of age, and 86 000
chiidren, the women's disproportion ‘of the
sexes, a8 woll as the vast decrease of
tion, showing the disastrous results of the
WHT

THE PRESENT GOVERNMENT.

A liberal government was established in

| Paraguay, and during the last ten years

the country has had a' “bogm” similar to
that of our western territories, the popula-
tion in 1879 having been shown to be 548, -
000, an increase of 127,000 in five years. A
great portion of the immigration has come
and Brazil, but the last
census showed the presence of 2,000 Italians,
400 Persians, and 40 Enaglish familiea
There are said to be but three citizens of
the United States in Faraguay, one white
man, who kepps a drug store store and
practices medicine, and two negroes, both
of whom are said to be fugitives from jus-
tice,

The people are a quiet, submissive, and
industrious race, being & mixture of Span-
ish blood and that of the Guarani Indians
who were the aboriginal settlers of the
coumtry. Their kinsmen acros the Para-
guay river in the Argentine Republic are
a nomadic, saving tribe, but the tyranay of
Lopez father and soa, took the spirit out of
the Paraguay Indians and they are now
domesticated, living in bamboo huts, oulti-
vating the soil and raising cattle. There is
said to be less crime in Paraguay than in
any other of the South American countries,

and in 1883 there were but 125 criminal
trials in the entire republic, twenty-one of
the defendants being foreigners

LEARNING RAFPIDLY.

But for the tyranny of itsrulers in past
years Paraguay might bave been an
arcadia, for the simple habits, the few
wants, and the peaceable disposition of the
people made them contented and well dis-
As nature has
provided for all sheir want: they have no
great incantive to labor, and the enter-
prise and thrift of the country is generally
found among the forekzners, from whom
the people are, however, learning rapidly
the ways of the world and the walue of
money.

The men and women are of small stature,
and she latter are usually very pietty when
young, but lose sheir beauty of feature and
figure after maternity. They are innocent
and childish in their amusements, are fond
of dancing and singing, and have native
dances that are graceful and native songs
that are as melodious as the mu«ic of the
blacks in the south of the United States
Jravelers find a marked similarity between
the Paraguayaos' relieved from the des-
potisa of Lopez and the emancipated
negroes of North America, except that the
race here is a mixture of Ilndian and
Caucesian, ‘*

CUSTOMS AND COSTUMES,

Some of their native ceremonies are pe-
cullar and beauntiful. When a couple are
married in Paraguay the bridal bed is al
ways covered with fowers, and each neigh.
bor contributes something toward giving
them ap outfiy, even if it is nothing but a
wooden spoon or a gourd cup. Their funerals
are conducted after the ordinary formula of
the Roman Catholie church, but it is cus-
tomary to hold a sort of wake over the
dead, as in lreland,

Their costume is simple, and would not be
considered quite mode-t in more oivilised
countries, as the women wear nothing but
a low-necked and sleeveless cheml e, with a
short cotton skirt, and the men a shirt and
trousers of thin cotton. They all go bare.
footed the year aroynd, but wear broad-
brimmed Lats of their own  manufacture
