Prof. Law, of Corpell University, caused |
some cows to drink for severnl days froin a stag-
pant pool of water that existed in & swale and
then examined the milk and found it fall of liv.
ing organisms. Then the water from the pool
was examined and the same little liviag germs
were found. Then the cows were examined,snd
they were found to béin a feverish condition,
the result of their blood belag charged with this
living anamalcule. Then some pure wilk was
taken and some of this poed water put with it,
and these same germs maltiplied within a few |
bours #0 as to take full possession of the milk,

After this test no one can dispute'that living
organisms may be introduced into milk by the
asing of improper foods and drioks. It also
shows there is a close relation belween good,
pure water and fine butter and good-keeping
dairy From a savitary standpoint,
the lives and beaith of consumers are 10 a cer-
tain extent dependent upon the character of
butter aond wilk. Radical cleanliness cho only
be tolerated in the dairy of 1885 and whil be in
