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IN PARIS FIND SHELTER.

A Night for the Penniless Laborer or ¥
Mendicant — Sadly Characteristic
Types of Humanity-— Letters,
Prayers, “Good Night."

(Paris Cor. New York Sun. |

M. do Lamaze founded the first of Bne
three houses of the Hospitality of Night
now existing in Paris. He selected the site
of the Boulevard Vaugirard, because from
that central spot diverze long tho b
fares which lead on all sides far intu e
heart of France. He purchased the bu.
ing number “14,” and opened it as an hos
telry four the destituts, where the penniless
laborer or the mendicant ecould rest his
head and gather strength for the next morn-
ing’'s wanderings.

Toward the close of each day through
these endless approaches gather the guests,
creeping in from the suburbs, from
the outlying villages, from the re
motest fringe of Paris. A blue lantern
swung over the door is the star that
guides them, They group themselves under
the lantern or occupy the benches ofsthe
boulevard till the hour of admission strikes,
In the big iron gate is another smaller
door, through which can be caught a
glimpse of a side wall painted green, with
the trained branches of a peach tree trail-
ing over it. At T o'clock precisely the lit-
tle door is thrown open, OUne by one the
waifs silently enter, and turn, at the invi-
tation of a guardian, into an ante-room on
the right, where their feet are washed
Many of the wanderers are foot sore, and
alow sigh of relief escapes them at the
grateful contact of the tepid water.

REGULATION QUESTIONA,

At the conclusion of this ceremony the
men are marched to a long, low, dismal
building, against which stands a sort of
sentry box, or small office, provided with
two pigeon holes and desks. At the Orst an
official puts to each comer the uniform
question: “Have you baen Lere beforet”
When answered in the negative, he passes
him on to the next desk, where he gives his
name, surname, assomed or real, and the
place of his last domicile.
