Oa Friday | ast, Nov, 20th, teachers from all
parts of Kent county assembled at the school-
room in Chestertown, at the usual hour, 10 A.x.,
to exchange views about wmatters pertaigiog to
their profession. There are 50 teachers in Kent
county, 45 Indies and 14 gentlemen, and of this
aumber, 55 were in attendance. The president,
B. F. Perkins, Esq., after calling the meeting
to order, announced that the gentleman who
had been invited to deliver an address, was un-
able 10 be preseat and had sent his regrets, and
exp.ained the cause of his absence. Prof.Loug
moved that the association have but one session
and adjourn at two o'clock. This was amend-
ed and time of adjournment was voted to be at
half past one.

The literary committee, Mr. Joha F. Copper,
chairman, offered the following questions to be
discussed at the next regular meeting, which
questions were adopted :

lst— W hat modification of studies, if any, is
aecessary that we may secure more teaching
and less recitation ?

2d—Should pupils who can attend only a
part of each year be required to pursue the reg-
ular course of studies ?

The first regular question for discussion was
then called upy and reads as follows :

‘Should miore time be devoted to the study
of arithmetic in our schools than to any other
one branch, and if so, why 7"

This question was the subject of & very inter-
esting debate, and the teachers were somewhat
divided in their views, some believing that
arithmetic is the most important subject taug ht
iu the public schools, and requires more time to
teach it, while a majority denied the impor-
tance asserted,, believing that other subjects
taught were more important.’ |

Mr. Topping opened the discussion and stated
that it required more time (o teach arithmetic
to pupile of the 5th and 6th grades than to
teach the other studies, but that intenching the
subject to pupils in the lower grades it did not
require as much time as reading. In teachiog
arithmetic no skipping could be done for that
subject consisted of a series of steps, of which

the pupils had to take them iu their order. He
regurded aritbmetic as an excellent discipline to
develope the reasoning faculties and hence very

important,
fiss Ava Downes stated that ghe did not

have sufficient time to teach arithmetic to pupils
of the 5th grade,

Miss Comegys stated that the object of all
teaching is to bring about greater mental de-
velopment, and that arithmetic did not tend to
accomplish that purpose as readily as other
studies, composition for iustance.
