SHEEP AS CHAMOIS.

How the Skin ofthe Alpine Climber Is

Connterfeited by Manulfacturers.
[Philadelphia Exchange.)

It is a matter of fact that there have mnot
been a dozen chamois pelts lmported into
this country in as many years, for the sim-
ple reason that the chamois have become so
scarce that a successful chamois hunt is of
rare oceurrence, The animal, which in-
habits the Alpins regions of central Europe,
(requents the wilde:t and most inaccessible
peak+ and ravines of its mountain home.
The port of the chamois hint was at one
time a very popular ons, and expeditions to
the animals browsing places, were, in the
past, frequently organized, and the few an-
imals« that existed between the snow line
and the glacier line of the Alps were so
thinned out by these bunting parties that
they are now very rare,

[n the whole year the total number of
chamois killed by the hunters was 918, and
if the trade depended on the chamoils for
the commercial “shammy” skin, there
would not have been enough skins thrown
on the market in that year to give each im-
porting house in the country a half skin
Time was when the chamois skin of the
trade was genuine, but the scarcity of the
animal and the rapidly growing domand
for the article necessitated a substitute, and
this was found in the skin of the common
sheep, which now masquerades under the
appearance and name of the origmnal ar-

. ticle.

All tho chamois skins that are brought to
this country come from France or from
Eongland, Up to within a fow years ago
the entire trade in this country was fur«
the skiny eoming
from the backs of sheep that were raised
and grazed om Eaglish pasture lands.
French chamols was unknown to * the
American trade. There is little difference in
the value of the French and Eaglish

1t is
then dried and sorted, according to the
