are on her pay rolls, She has brick
kilns and potteries.as well as smelt-
ers, and makes all the tiles and
earthenware used on the west ccast,
It is said that she pays out from
$100.060 to $120,000 a month a8 wa-
ges in these two towps, most of
which comes back iuto her pocket
through the supply stores, where
she sells food and clothing to her
own people.

Althoagh Lota is only a mining
town, a8 dirty and smoky as any of
its counterparts in Pennsylvauia, it
