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WORKING UP A CORNER IN WHEAT.
RUMORS THAT CAPITALISTS ARE
ENGINEERING A VERY BIG
DEAL.

St. Louis, Jan. 19.—The Globe-
Democrat prints these statements,
which, it says, are given on undoat-
ed authority :

“It has been on "Change bere for
some time that one of the biggest
wheat deals ever attempted, is now
in progress, the Northwest being
worked from Chicago,and the course
of the market, which has been
watched closely to view the effects
of the deal, has been such as tocon-
firm the entire story. The scheme
is being workeéd by Armour, North-
western millers being interested
therein, as weil as railroads, eleva-
tors and again banks, It contem-
plates putting wheat down to the
point necessary, whatever that may
be, but certainly below 80 cents at
Ohicago, and from that jumping for
a profit of 30 to 40 cents, which
would bring it here to over$1.20 for
May. The plan also inclades the
advancement in the value of pork
aund provisions while that of wheat
is being depressed.

“The persons iu the scheme rely
on & scarcity of wheat in the winter
area and the fact that the country’s
supply is in the Northwest. The
farmers ol that section have put
their wealth in the conntry eleva-
tors, and the persons ruuning the
deal have large amounts ready on
the track to shove into the elevators
at Minneapolis and St. Paul to go
into the visible supply. 1t is also
suid that the recent reported losses
of Minneapolis millers were all in
the programme, for the purpose of
convincing the farmers that the
millers were not all in the deal, but
were,on the contrary,heavy losers.”
