Why Not a Ship-yard in Chestertown ?

Among the industries that might be profita-
bly conducted at Chestertown, and which
would not require a large previous outlay of
capital, is a ship-yard. Mr. Batchelor, a prac-
tical shipbuilder of Baltimore, who 18 now at
work, makiog extensive repuirs on two large
suil vessels, which are hauled up near Mr. Jos,
Turner's lumber yard on Scott's Point, is en-
thusia stic in enumerating the advantages which
CUhestertown possesses as a ship-building point,
He says we have much better and bolder wate
#UC-
cessful yards that bave been established further

for launching than is possessed by many

down the Peninsula. He says that repairing
acd building can be done much cheaper here,
than it is done in Baltimore, for many reasons
te is now working quite a force of hands, and
says he bas a contract for » small schooner,
whigh he expects w0 build here, when he has
finished the contract upon which he is now en-
gaged. He says that he had the offer of the
contract for a much larger vessel but the facili-
ties here were not sufficient to accommodate the
work. He estimates that for $1,500 a ship rail-
way could be built, and the outlay of that sum
would give Chestertown ship-building facilities
equal to any on the Peainsula. If there were a
ship raliway established here, he thinks there
could be almost constant work obtained, either
in building or repairing. One surprisng thing,
he says, 18 that most boats are built on whe New
Englaund const, axd that they come right down
here on the Eastern Shore of Maryland to get
their lumber, There is no reason why boats
should not be built in Chestertown, as well as
in Portland, Maine.
