Bred to the law, but not of it, Jer
ome beguan lile in Rochester, where
he dabbled o journalism and, like
all dabblers, failed to achieve suc-
cess, He came to New York and
entered Wall street at a time when
money was more pleuty than brains,
He had a head packed with ideas
and nnquestioned nerve,with s hap-
py temperament, buoyant in a mar
velous degree. Between him and
Unecle Daniel Drew soon grew a
In 1864 Jerome
euchred Drew out of $250,000. Next
year Drew got the better of Jerome
in the sum of #200,000. la spite of
extravagant habits, Jerome saved
much money, for fortune perched
invariably upon his speculative ban
ner. He bought into newspapers,
he secured a wmagoificent tract of
land now known as the Jerome
Park, then ecalled the Bathgate
Farm; he erected the Union League
Club House, now occupied by the
University Club; be had a magnif=
icent residence, he drove the most
admirably equipped equipages.

New York Bricks.

—

The forty-five brickyards at Hav.
erstraw, N. Y., on the ' Hudson river
32 miles above New York city, the
largest brick making center in the
country, with a capacity for making
340,000.000 bricks annually, tarned
out 300,000,000 in 1885, aganinat a
like number in 1834, About 2,
men are employed, besides 300 1
the riverearrying trade,which keeps
44 barges and 50 small vesséls busy.
Haverstraw bricks are of ordinary
grade, but bring 25 to 50 cents per
1,000 more than other bricks of like
quality, owing to the excellent sand
and clay used. They broaght an
average of 85 per 1,000 in New York
las¢ season, after paying $1 river
freight and #1 to $1.25 per thousand
royalty to the owuers of the laund
where the yards are located. The
works use in a season 42,000 cords
of wood for heating kilus, at #5 per
cord ; 12,000 tons of coal dust at $2
per ton; and 4,000 tons ol coal at
$4.25 per ton ; a total cost for fuel
of $251.000. The total royvalties
were, as above, say #$337,000 and
wages (averaging $2.20 per day),
say (six months) about $776,000,
Two handred patent brick-pressing
machines costing #1,000 each are
employed. The totaul gross receipts
last vear are given at ¥$1,500,000.
This particalar industry began Hfty
years ago. ALl that time #£3 per 1,-
000 was a fair price. Quotations
bave been as high as #9,

The
horse will be wore alarmed and
show more tokens of fear at the
prospect of u whipping than at the
imaginary objeet of danger in the
rond. Hence one bad habit is con:
firmed by the introduction of an
other. It is impossible to whip ter
ror out of a horse or pound courage
into one. Kinduess and gentle per-
siasion are the best wenpons to
correct the pernicious bhabit of shy-
ing, The less fear exhibited by the
driver, and the less votice taken of
the shying by using hash meauns,the
sooner it will be given up. A care.
ful, experienced horseman can gen:
erally detect an object likely to
cause a nervous horse to shy, and
by word or touch will encourage
him to pass it unnoticed. When
this fails, give him time to look at
the object of his fear; pat him and
coax him up to 1it, then take him
