If the present Legis
lature had passed such a law, it
would have received the approval
of the people throughout the State
with very limited exceptions,

The Chesapeake and Ohio Canal
is another matter that has been laid
over for a constitutional couvention
to legislate upon. Inthe mean time
a floating debt ol 150,000 is already
accumulated, and pretty nearly ev.
ery big rain damages the canal to
the extent of $£20,000 or £50,000, It
is said that it will take a half mil-
lion doliars to put the canal in good
shape. KEvery year the canal ac
crues a large amount of debt, in-
stead of producing a revenue. In
the face of these facts, it wounld
seem that the Legisiature would
have acted wisely if it had made
provision for the State to get rid of
the canal to the best advantage
possible.

The fact that the ronning ex
penses of the present Legislature
have been greater than theexpenses

of the previous Legslatare should |

be remembered in connection with
the fact that it has conducted sev
eral costly contested election inves
tigations, and bas had other nnus.
ual causes of expenditare,
