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THE “BROADSIDE” OF EARLY DAYS.

How the Publie Were Enlightened Be«
fore Newspapers Were Published.

Newspapers, as the word is now un-
derstood, are the growth of the nine-
teenth century, one of the most astonish-
ing and rapid growths of a remarkable
age. In their absence, the periwigged,
broad-skirted gentry of an early age were
informed of the intentions of their gov-
ernment, and even of the current events
of the day, by means of broadsides,
sheets of paper printed only on one side
and either displayed in public places, dis- |
tributed gratis, or hawked about the
gtreets, according to the character of
their contents,

Be Very Careful When Handling an In-
jured Person—Cases of Fracture.

At Inverness last summer, I saw from
a distance a little boy fall from the high
wall near the bridge—I being at the other
gide of the river—a height of probably
fifty feet. A sturdy Highlander marched
round and shouldered him. From the
shrieks of the lad thus roughly mounted,
I felt sure a bone was broken, and found
out afterwards 1 was right.

The accident puts me in mind to say
here that we cannot be too careful in the
manner we lift or carry a person who
has received an injury of this kind. Oh!
fancy, if you ~an. the agony produced
from, say, a fractured thigh rudely
handled, the jagged end of the bone per-
haps thrust through the quivering flesh.

Keep a wounded or injured person on
the level if possible; be very, very gentle.
The handiest of all stretchers is a large
shutter or door, with a mattress or pil-
lows on it. Or a plaid or blanket used
as a hammock will do, or a net-ham-
mock itself if one be handy.

While one party is carrying home, or
to a chemist's shop, the injured person,
some one must be sent to procure surgical
assistance. The sooner surgical aid is
got, the more chance of a speedy re-
covery will the patient have,

Be careful not to give brandy in in-
juries to the head. You might commit
a fatal error!

Just a word about street accidents,
Somehow or other, in such cases,one of the
crowd usually turns out to be a surgeon;
but if not, let one be speedily fetched,
Meanwhile, ask the crowd, with all the
respect due to crowds in the latter end
of the nineteenth century, to stand back
and give the patient air. On asummer’s
day he may do better, for a time, out of
doors than in a shop. 1 got a man on to
a hand-cart once, and there he remained
till the first shock of the accident was
dispelled. But I kept the crowd at bay,
and as quiet as possible. Nothing s
more likely to make bad worse than a
yelling erowd, erying, “Do this,” or “Do
that,” round and injured man.

Here Holm
spent the winter of 1884-85, among na-
tives who had never before seen a white
man. Their stone huts were grouped
along the shores of the great flord Ang-
magsalik, into which, in summer, seven
streams of water flow, These little riv-
ers are rich in salmon, and the natives
live on fish, white bears, and walrus,

Walled in here by formidable glaciers
and ice fields, utterly ignorant for cent-
uries of the outer world, these poor creat-
ures have nevertheless benefited by some
of the resources of civilization. Holm
was astonished to find that, although
they had never seen a tree, their lance
shafts were made of wood and their
vrow heads of hoop iron. He learned
that now and then some fragments of a
shipwreck or an iron-bound box or cask
were cast upon their shores, and these
