I it
expected to bring & handred or two
handred Dbuyers, representing a
great number of markets, inte ac
tive competition, the exchange
should be so located as to sapply
the large demand and to furnish
every needed facility for transacting
business on a large scale. A hun
dred bayers counld not long be held
together competing for fifteen or
twenty car-loads of peaches perday,
They would soon divide up and seat.
ter, and instead of a large organized
peach exchange there would resuli
a system ol purchasing at various
points without any organization,

If the Maryland Exchange and
the Delaware Exchange nnite
and fix npon some common centre,
it would seem to be sound business |
poliey for them to do so. By
80 they wounld undoubtedly be better
able to hold the buyers in one large
body, and to prevent a disorganized
n_}'stem of small exchanges,
