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Reclaiming Lands in Florida.

The Disston Land and Improve.
ment Company is doing some mar-
velous work in Florida, in redeem.
ing thousands of acres of land
which are new under water. Al
ready immense tracts have been
thus made available, and it has
been demonstrated that there is no
better land in the State than that
thus reclaimed. The company op-
erates under a law of the State
which allows it one-half of the land
rendered available, and expects to

es the improvements contemplated.
The South Florida Railroad, from
Sanford toTampa, crosses the State
on a dividing ridge, and from this
ridge, looking south, there is a con-
tinual, but gradual,depression in
the land to the southern extremity
of the State. The land to the south
of this ridge is different from that
on its north, in that it is not at all
undulating, but spreads out in a
vast plain, gradoally inclined to.
ward the north, The Disston Com-
pany i8 utilizing this work of na-
ture. Lake Kissimmee is in the
midst of a series of lakes, and its
northern point just touches the
South Florida Railroad at Kissim-
mee City. This lake is a very long
and narrow one, reaching toward
Lake Okeechobee, with which it has
Jeen connected by canaling the in.
