A THOUSAND DOLLAR MOTH,

By No Means Striking in Appearance-—
The Only One Ever Found.

It is by no means the most beautiful
or striking in color, for it is painted, as
you may say, in a single color of grayish
brown, though in many, many tints of
that color. Its form is the more wonder-
ful, for its secondary or hinder wings
reach back into long tails an eighth of
an inch wide and over four inches long,
g0 that the insect measures about seven
inches from head to tip of tails, and be-
tween four and five inches across. It is
of the general shape of what is known
as our luna moth, the large, greenish
white-tailed moth: but in the luna the
tails are only two inches long. 1 do not
think any other moth or butterfly has so
great eccentricity of form. DBut the
most wonderful thing of all is that it 1s
the only insect of the kind ever found.

Thirteen years ago a son of FProlessor
Meyer caught it in a barber shop in Rio
Janeiro, into which it had flown during
the evening. He sent it to his father,
who had been a collector for many years,
When the box containing it was opened,
and the great entomologist dropped his
eyes upon it, he almost fainted with de-
lij.’;ht, and WiN offered $IHH
for it.

The news of the discovery of it spread
rapidly everywhere among collectors,
and dilligent search has been made ever
since to find another of its kind, but in
vain. It stands alone, perhaps the last
of an almost extinct species, but surely
the only one that rests in air on entomol-
ogist’s pin.  This fact that it defies dupli-
cation, together with its kingly form, will
help to remove the shudder that passes
over you as you hear its name, Jehovah,
for by this name the princely insect is
known among scientists—Endamonia Je-
hovah. It should be stated, however,
that its happy owner did not intend giv-
ing it this name, but somehow the real
name, Jupiter, was changed intoJehovah
when it was being catalogued, and so it
has remained.

It is hard to place a value upon this
precious insect, for Dr. Meyer values it
almost as his own life; but I have been
told $1,000 would not induce him to part
with it. We can believe this when we
are told that a kind of beetle found in
thﬂ west was H{}]:L for several
$100 a specimen. Professor Meyer's en-
tire collection is valued at $40,000, —Con-
gregationalist.

Three Rochester Girls Whoe Became Fa-
mous—The Phenomena of 1848,

To western New York belongs the dis-
tinction of having originated modern
Spiritualism.

Kate then said, “Now, doas 1
do; count | 3, 4,5, 6," at the same
time striking her hands together. The
same number of raps responded, and
at similar intervals, Jhe mother of
the girls then said, “Count ten,”
and ten different raps were heard.
“Count fifteen,” and that num-
ber or sounds followed. She then said,
“Tell us the age of Cathy (the youngest
daughter) by rapping one for each year,”
and the number of Years were I."H[l[lﬂd
correctly. In like manner the ages of
each of the four other, and then sbsent
children, were by request indicated by
this invisible agent, Mrs, Fox if
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and Kate. The family having removed
to Rochester, the raps accompanied
' them, and new phenomena, including
clairvoyance and the movement of pon-
| derable bodies without appreciable
agency, were developed. In November,
| 1849, the Fox girls appeared in a public
' hall, and the phenomena was freely
' manifested and subjected to many tests,
' and a committee, appointed for their in-
| vestigation, after continuing their exper-
iments there and elsewhere for several
' days, reported that they were umable to
' trace them to any mundane agency.
' Within a few months Spiritualism had
' thousands of converts and was an estab-
lished faith. ' - |

remained in Rochester some months,
and then visited New York, Philadelphia
