Mirza's Manuseript.

On our trip from Resht to Teheran we
Americans were always the first in the
saddle and generally a couple of miles
on the r:_uul before the Hu'ﬂll}llltif'l'. (2 Y
glorious specimen of his class—that I8,
the great officer sent by the shah to con-
duct us strangers from the confines of
his country to his capital—was ready to
start. And we had to use all sorts of
wiles and work all kinds of spells on him
to keep up with us on the journey. bBut
it was only the certainty that i would
not only cost him his official head, but
that magnificent gold watch Min-
ister Winston had for him stored away
in one of his trunks, if he were left be-
hind, that aroused him to such an un-
usual exertion. Without that he would
have arrived a week after us at Teheran.

To see a Persian write a letter or sign
a document is a treat. He seizes his reed
pen with an awful deal of circumspeo-
tion, and dips it slowly, hesitatingly into
the ink. then as slowly brings it on a
straight line with his optics and exam-
ines it carefully, if the ink hasn't since
disappeared—vanished into thin air, as
it were. Having convinced himself that
no such piece of magic has been pers
formed by an unseen power, he gels
himself into shape to pen his first letter,
This requires various painful and violent
contortions of the body, similar to those
Sammy Weller of Pickwickian fame
used to undergo when indicting his val-
entine, and then the paper is seized,
again very slowly and unwillingly, and
brought to within six inches of the nose,
Then a dab is made. The first letter
done. It is taken up and duly admired,
whereupon a rest of five minutes is
taken, when the same series of evolu-
tions and maneuvers is repeated to give
birth to another letter, and so on. 1
watched a professional mirza (scribe) the
other day. He was a man noted for
his quick work, It took him eighteen
minutes by the watch to write his first
line,

The amount of writing the average
white man will do in about half an hour
will keep a Persian mirzas very busy all
day, and these mirzas, you must remein-
ber, are the salt of the nation; they are
the learned men, the philosophers, the
men of brain and thought., 1 was shown
a manuscript the other day, quite pretty
and odd, the writing almost as fine as
steel engraving and all the dots and tit-
tles of which Persia has such an abund-
ance, executed with neatness and pre-
cision, but still not as fine as many a
manuscript in European or American
libraries written by the indefatigable
hand of some good old friar of eld.
There were no illuminated initials nor
any other fancy work about it—just the
plain writing. 1 was told with exulta-
tion by a Persian that this manuscript
had been written in the almost incredi-
bly short time of thirty-six years. One
of the aforesaid monks would have done
it in a twelve-month. These are speci-
mens of the insane love for procrastina-
tion the average Persian cherishes in his
bosom.—Teheran Cor., San Francisco

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Summary of Japanese Selsmology.

Regular earthquake observations are
now made in Japan, according to Prof.
Seikel Sekiya, of the University of Tokio,
at aver 500 stations throughout the em-
pire. From the reports sent in by differ-
ent observers maps have been made
showing the disturbed area in every
shock, and a summary of observations
during the last years has been compiled.
The total number of earthquakes in
in 1885 was 482, or 1.8 aday.

Thus
he repeats the experiment several times
more, being careful each time to start
out a little higher up the stream than
before, thus making allowance for the
rapidity of the current in carrying him
down stream, until finally he comes
abreast of the steamer, and is taken
aboard.
