On arniving
at the switch the engine and the
two cars were side-tracked, and the
Wells-Fargo’s messenger, opening
the door to see what was the mal
ter, found his person covered with
three shotguns,

He was ordered to throw up his
hands, and Squires and three oi his
companions entered the car, and
after securiug the wmessenger pro
ceeded to remove the coin from the
safe. They got away with ¥120,000
altogether, Pending the removal
of the coin from the express car the
mail agents were summoned to the
door of their car and covered with
guns until after it wasaccomplished,
The coin was put in sacks, slung
acroas the backe of horses ready
saddled, and when tne signal was
given the gang mounted and rode
rapidly away across the bridge in
the direction of this city.
