The next day, Sunday,
they attended the Washington Avenue
Presbyterian Church, where the customary
service was conducted by Rev, Dr, Brookes.

On Monday the President went to the
Fair grounds, where 24,000 school children
were seated in a great amphitheatre to
greet him, and sang as his carriage drove
into the arena. Five little girls brought
the President and his wife a shield made of
flowers, and four more, two white and two
colored, offered bouquets. While Mrs.

in waiting as were the military, the brass
band amr the people. A rapid drive of
five minutes brought the visitors to the
“Corn Palace’’ whose turret were at the
moment taking their early bath of golden
sunlight., The corn festivals ended, in
fact, last week, but everything had been
kept in place waiting the resident’s
visit, and all the attendants were on hand
to do the honors of the occasion.

Omana, Neb,,Oct, 12.—The President’s
ride down the Missouri Valley from Sioux
City through the endless stretches of wav-
ing corn showed him the significance of
the Sioux City Exhibition. At Couneil
Bluffs Senator Manderson, Congressman
McShane and a committee of gentleman
from Omaha boarded the train and wel-
comed the FPresident to ““God’s country,”
which they claimed lay just beyond the
river. At the station in Omaha SBenator
Paddock, Coagressman Dorsey and the
remaining members of the Reception Com-
mittee, composed of prominent residents
and the municipal authorities, welcomed
the city’s guests. The carriage to which
the President and his wife were escorted
was one mass of roses, wreaths of which
also bedecked the horses. A multitude of
many thousands cheered the party as they
made their appearance, and cheers and sa-
lutes were the accompaniments through-
the the city.

Governor Thayer and Congressman Mo-
Shane rode with the President and Mrs,
Cleveland, and pointed out, as it were,
subordinate incidents of the ride, corner
lots and business properties which belong
to the lady of the White House as one of
the Folsom heirs. A momentary pause
was made at the High Bchool, the most
commanding height of the neighberhood,
to give anopportunity to view at one glance
the entire uifﬂr and a long sweep of the
