As a typical case of the abjectest failure
the Nemaha Valley bank of Brownville may
be taken. After the time when the cashier,
seeing reason to anticipate a run, had thought-
fully locked the front door and slipped out
the back one, the editor of The Brownville
Advertiser obtained leave to examine the
books, and announced in the next issne of his
paper that everything was sound, only time
was needed,. According to hds account there
was £51.000 of the Nemaha Valley currency
In circulation. Uhe assets of the concern con
sistedd of “stock £73.000; discounted
paper at thirty and sixty days, over $5.000;
eash, over §1000." It surely required a
western Journalist, characteristically im-
pressad with the negd of maintaining publie
confidence, to state that such a condition of
things indicated soundness.
