An expert and experienced official in an
insane asylum said to us, a little time
since, that these institutions are filled with
people who have given up to their feelings,
and that no one is safe from an insane as-
ylum who allows himself to give up to his
teelings. The importance of this fact is
too little appreciated, especially by teach-
We are always talking about the
negative virtues of discipline, but we rare-
ly speak of the positive virtues, We dis-
cipline the schools to keep the children
from mischief, to maintain good order, to
have things quiet, to enable the children
to study. We say, and say rightly, that
there cannotv be a gmltl school without
good discipline, We do not, however, em-
phasize as we should the fact that the dis-
cipline of the school, when rightlydone, is
as vital to the future good of the child as
the lessons he learns,

Discipline of the right kind is as good
mental training as arithmetic. It 18 not
of the right kind anless it requires intel-
lectual effort, mental conquests. The ex-
poerienced expert referred to above was led
to make the remark to us by seeing a girl
give way to the “‘sulks.” **That makes
insane women,”' she remarked, and told
the story of a woman in an asylum who
used to sulk until she became desperate,
and the expert said, “You must stop it.
You must control yourself.,” To which
the insane woman replied, ““The time to
say that was when I was a girl., I never
confrolled mysalf when I was well, and
now 1 cannot.” The teacher has a wider
responsibility, a weightier disciplinary du-
ty than she expects, The pupils are not
only to be controlled, but they must be
taught to control themselves, absolutely,

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The Farmers of Michigan.

The Commissioner of the Labor Bureau
of Michigan has just made a report which
gives some startling statistics in regard to
the condition of the farmers of that State.
He has been gathering facts respocting the
mortgages held on farms in Michigan, and
his figures indicate that probably one-half

of the farming land of the State, and pos- |

sibly more, isincumbered with these bur-
dens. Of 90,803 farms about which the
Commissioner was able to learn 43,079
were mortgaged, in whole or in part, or
about 47 per cent. of the entire number,
while the mortgages amounted to from 55
to 60 per cent. of the assessed valuation of
the land. On the mortgages the farmers
Are now pu}iug an average rate of interest
as high as 7.2 per cent., which means that
they are paying the mortgagee his entire
loan every fourteen years, in addition to
being held for the principal. This is a la-
mentable condition of affairs, and one un-
der which no agricultural community can
maintain even the appearance of prosperi-
ty for any length of time, The Michigan
